Report to Presbytery of Transylvania 2C
Treasurer’s Report
June 9, 2007

Financial Summary
The Treasurer’s Report through May 31, 2007 is attached.

The Presbytery Operating Budget shows a deficit balance of $40,360. (Page 3) At May
2006, the operating budget had a deficit balance of $35,131.

In the case of Per Capita, regular monthly payments are made to the General Assembly and
to the Synod regardless of how much has been received from the churches. Receipts from
churches for Per Capita (for Presbytery, Synod and General Assembly combined) for 2007 is
$113,577. (Page 5) $69,589 has been used in the presbytery’s operating budget.

Amount of Per Capita due is calculated based on the number of members reported by each
local church on its Annual Statistical Report for the prior year. In other words the 2007 Per
Capita is based on number of members reported as of December 31, 2005. If no report is
filed by a local church, the General Assembly carries over the number of members from the
prior year.

Receipts from churches for Unified Mission Giving (for Presbytery, Synod and General
Assembly combined (Page 5) are $16,065 lower for 2007 than in 2006 ($115,330 as
compared to $131,395). This results in a revenue decrease to the operating budget of
$15,334 as compared to this time in 2006.

Total Revenues for 2007 are $20,459 less than in May 2006 ($210,903 as compared to
$231,362). (Page 2)

Personnel expenditures for 2007 are $9,896 less than in May 2006 ($140,295 as compared to
$126,554). (Page 3)

Total Expenses for 2007 are $15,229 less than in May 2006 ($251,263 as compared to
$266,493). (Page 3)

The Gleneagles Property subsidiary budget (Page 4) shows a surplus of $3,939. $20,000 has
been transferred from the Church Development’s budget in the operating budget as of May
2007. (Page 4)

The Burnamwood subsidiary budget (Page 4) shows a surplus of $951. The total amount of
Unified allocated for the Burnamwood subsidiary budget as of May 2007 is $25,000.

Burnamwood gifts in 2007 are $9,324 greater than in May 2006. ($29,476 as compared to
$20,152).

Burnamwood expenses in 2007 are $15,424 less than in May 2006. ($89,975 as compared to
$105,398)

The CLP committee of the presbytery has met two times this year, once on March 29 and
once on May 24. The committee struggles with attendance and generating enough
interest to do our work. Schedules are very difficult to maneuver. To have everyone (or
even enough to meet) in one place at one time is truly a challenge.

We have several applicants that are interested in our program. Jon Rickey, an elder from
First Church, Ashland, has sent his application and the committee has reviewed it. We
have written for references and our plan is to interview Mr. Rickey at our next meeting.
The other applicants have yet to send us their forms.

The committee approved the request from the Mitchell’s (Pikeville) for tuition
reimbursement.

The committee would like to meet with Committee on Ministry (or representatives) to
discuss areas of shared responsibility and to test the quality of our current program. Are
CLPs prepared? Are they ministering effectively? Do we need to fine-tune our training
program?

The committee plans to publicize the work of the CLP program in our presbytery by
preparing a bulletin insert to be sent to local churches. The plan is to use this insert in
September, to tie in to Theological Education Sunday, September 16, 2007. We will also
speak at the September presbytery meeting to raise awareness of the CLP program.

The committee plans to meet next on August 9, 2007.

Thoughts on Faith

Faith to me is the stance of the expectant beggar. My first call out of San Francisco
Theological Seminary, was on the National Missions field on the western South Dakota prairie.
One early spring Sunday afternoon in the living room of one of the ranchers, adult confirmands
were either reviewing, or preparing for responding to, the claims upon them to belong to Christ
and to become members of the church.

As a recent seminary graduate, | labored in the discussion to frame a question for which to me
the only answer could be "faith". | cataloged salient actions of God on our behalf, the cross,
forgiveness, providence, life itself. Then | asked, "What is our response?" After a few moments
of silence a leathered older rancher blurted out, "Gratitude!" After a moment of recalibrating my
own expectation of an answer, | could only affirm, "Yes!"

When the Spirit prepares the heart for this beggar-faith, the response is gratitude.

As a relatively new grandfather myself, | can only imagine the bursting gratitude of the
leathered rancher as he, his son and infant grandson came for baptism and confirmed God's
claim upon them of life and service.

On a rainy day | know that the sun exists even though | can't see it. My mortal mind wants to
deal with faith the same way. Our culture demands proof--if it isn't measurable, visible,
documentable, then it must not exist. Many of us are tempted to get scared out of our faith
because it isn't provable. But even Einstein acknowledged that some things cannot be figured
out. Inthe April 16, 2007, issue of Time Magazine, Walter Isaacson quoted Einstein extensively.
He said that Einstein compared humanity to a small child who goes into a large library that is filled
with books in many languages. The child senses that there is order in the arrangement of the
books but isn't able to figure out what that order is. Einstein said, "The problem is too vast for our
limited minds." That makes sense to me. | can't prove my beliefs the way | can prove that the
sun exists, but | can know intuitively that there is a creative power who has arranged life (and
death!) for us. The Bible and its stories of Jesus' life and resurrection offer truth to me. So do
lives of people | know--one who spent over twelve years in prison as the result of a false
accusation. The other lived for years with debilitating illness. Both maintained active faith--for
this life and for what is to come. That helps me believe. My current understanding is as cloudy
as an overcast day, yet | live by faith.

My life has been (and continues to be) a struggle with the very concept of “faith” — that
often illogical and always unprovable belief in the existence of an involved God. Ultimately, we as
human beings in general and Presbyterians in particular, are defined by our faith or the absence
thereof — Whether and what we believe, how we have come to believe it, what it means to
believe it, and our manifestation and reflection of those beliefs in the world. Absent that “faith,”
we may as well be a part of a well-meaning secular civic club.

It is perhaps in recognition this personal struggle that one of my favorite scriptures is
Hebrews 11, which beautifully defines “faith” as “the substance of things hoped for, the evidence
of things not seen.” Having thus confirmed that we will never have formal “proof” of “faith,” Paul
then lists a series of flawed Old Testament figures who made radical changes in their lives based
only upon their myopic vision of “promises afar off.” Significantly, that vision of future promises
occurred as a consequence of action; not as a consequence of an intellectual struggle with the
issue of “faith.”

| thus continue to grapple with the fact that “faith” is generally unsupported by any
empirical evidence — a tough concession for this old lawyer. Tougher still is the fact that the
exercise of this “faith” almost always getting off my duff and actually doing something. Itis in the
doing and its fruits that “faith” is proven and, at last, understood.

The Clerk apologizes for the oversight of not reminding the Presbytery to charge the
Administrative Commission appointed at the March meeting to investigate the dissolution
of the First Presbyterian Church of Sharpsburg, Kentucky with any specific tasks. The
Clerk has shared with the Chairman of the Commission the items listed in
Recommendation #1 below and the Commission has begun its work on this basis.

John White, chair of the Church Development and Evangelism committee, presented the
progress report as required by the action of Presbytery, and reported that it was not likely
that a multi-cultural Korean-Anglo church would be developed at this time.

It was moved and seconded that the next meeting of the Coordinating Council be held

Burnamwood Camp and Conference Center was discussed with newly elected chair of
the Burnamwood Board, Woody Berry, leading the discussion. Statistics developed by
the committee, showing various strengths and problems, were presented and Mr. Berry
noted that the Board is currently developing a Business Plan which will be completed in
time for presentation to the December, 2007 meeting of the Presbytery. It is anticipated
that this Business Plan will include a plan for funding and fundraising with plans for a
capital funds drive being brought to the March, 2008 meeting of the Presbytery. In the
meantime, Mr. Berry noted, the Board will continue operations as they have been with
fundraising being done in the churches, program as usual, etc.. The Council discussed at



some length the role of Burnamwood in the overall mission of the Presbytery and raised
questions such as “Is Burnamwood the mission of the Presbyery, the primary mission of
the presbytery, one of several missions of the Presbytery?”

The Financial report was presented and it was noted that current deficits are somewhat
larger than one year ago but not alarmingly so. It was noted that the absence of the Chair
of the Administration and Finance Committee from this meeting indicated there are no
major concerns at this time.

After some discussion, it was agreed that David McKee will convene a group named at
the last meeting of the council to form a task force for office location.

The trustees have not been able to advise the council concerning disposition of the
Gleneagles property since the appraisal being done by a volunteer has not been
completed. After discussion it was agreed that David McKee would prod the volunteer to
complete this project and failing that would secure the services of an appraiser who
would be paid. The following action was taken to authorize David’s securing the
necessary funds from the Presbytery’s resources to complete this project: It was moved,
seconded and carried that David McKee would expedite the appraisal process.

It was moved, seconded, and carried that the General Presbyter Search Committee be
authorized to publish in the CIF $60,000 minimum and $64,000 maximum for effective
salary figures.

It was reported that resolutions asking for Presbytery action had been received from the
Pikeville, Stopover and Phelps churches. These requests have been forwarded to the
Judicial Business Committee and a small group has made arrangements to meet with the
Sessions of these churches to hear their concerns.

The following dates for meetings of the Coordinating Council in 2007 were set: August
30, September 27 and November 15.

The dates for 2008 meetings of the Presbytery were set as follows: March 11, June 7,
September 9 and December 5-6. An invitation for the September meeting to be held at
The Burnamwood Camp and Conference Center has been received and accepted. The
other dates are available for churches to invite Presbytery to meet with them. (Note the
change from the second Saturday in June to the first Saturday in June for the summer
meeting of the Presbytery.)

There being no further business the meeting was adjourned with prayer offered by Mike
Ward at 7:25 p.m.

One could say my road to the Presbyterian Church has been one full of coincidence, but
looking back I can see God’s plan for my life. My husband has always been Presbyterian. Soon
after we were married, we began attending church. In Richmond, in *95 the First Baptist and
First Presbyterian churches were located next to each other. Therefore we parked in the middle
and | went to the Baptist church and Scott to the Presbyterian.

Information:

At the December 2, 2006 presbytery meeting, the Trustees of Presbytery were
charged with the following items relating to the dissolution of the Camp Nelson
Presbyterian Church:

e That the report of the Camp Nelson Dissolution Commission be received and
transmitted to the Board of Trustees of the Presbytery.

e That all matters relating to the disposition of property are referred to the
Trustees.

e That the Presbytery affirms that the Trustees have the authority to take all
actions relating to property of the Camp Nelson Presbyterian Church
which the Trustees believe to be legal and appropriate.

e That the Trustees are directed to take no final action for 60 days so as to
allow the session of the Nicholasville Preshbyterian Church additional time
to present such information as it desires to the Trustees for their
consideration.

The original deed stipulates that should the church cease worship services and
Sunday school the property shall revert back to the Scott heirs. There have been no
worship services or Sunday school since August of 2005. The direct heirs of Hugh L.
Scott and Corilla G. Scott are Hugh L. Scott and A.C. Scott.

The Trustees and/or members of met on several occasions with session members of the
Nicholasville Church and Mr. Hugh L. Scott, both as a group and individually. After
much review and discussion the Trustees voted on May 14, 2007, that a quitclaim deed
for the Camp Nelson property be executed back to the heirs of the property, Hugh L.
Scott and A.C. Scott.

Recommendations for Action:

1. The report of the Administrative Commission formed by Presbytery to investigate
closing the First Presbyterian Church of Sharpsburg was brought to the Trustees.
Should this report be received and approved by Presbytery, the Trustees
recommend that the Sharpsburg Church property be sold at auction; that the
assets of the Sharpsburg Church and any proceeds from the sale of the property
be put in the presbytery’s fund for church development; and that the
communion set and other furnishings be given to the Old Springfield
Presbyterian Church.




2. The Trustees received a request from the Chapel Hill Presbyterian Church to
market and sell a portion of their property known as 3470 Tates Creek Road. This
IS an unimproved townhouse lot adjacent to the primary tract. They wish to apply
the proceeds of the sale to the existing mortgage indebtedness. Documentation
received from the church was reviewed. The Trustees recommend approving the
sale of this property and that the proceeds from the sale be applied to the
current Chapel Hill mortgage.
