Transform the focus on the “textbook as the
curriculum” by utilizing the events of Church life as
the curriculum for all ages and generations—tapping
into the educative and transformative power of the
Church Year, sacramental celebrations, community
prayer, and works of justice and service and
providing catechesis that prepares everyone to learn
by participating in the events of church life.

Transform catechesis as a separate “program” by
emphasizing a collaborative and integrated process
that involves all of the parish’s ministries in faith
formation. Catechesis is interconnected with liturgy,
sacraments, the Church year, justice and service,
prayer.
