Mother Teresa of Calcutta
Agnes Gonxha Bojaxhiu, the future Mother Teresa, was born on 26 August 1910, in
Skopje, Macedonia, to Albanian heritage. Her father, a well-respected local businessman,
died when she was eight years old, leaving her mother, a devoutly religious woman, to open
an embroidery and cloth business to support the family.
On 10 September 1946, on a train journey from Calcutta to Darjeeling, Mother Teresa
received what she termed the "call within a call," which was to give rise to the Missionaries
of Charity. The content of this inspiration is revealed in the aim and mission she would give
to her new institute: "to quench the infinite thirst of Jesus on the cross for love and souls" by

"labouring at the salvation and sanctification of the poorest of the poor."
