Left orphaned at only three months, she was raised by a 
maternal aunt and educated by an uncle who was a priest. But it was her maternal 
grandmother who helped her discover the faith and instilled a love of prayer in her already 
at a young age.  
Her young life was marked not only by grave illnesses but also by ill-treatment from her 
aunt.” Her heroic virtues of patience, fortitude and perseverance in the midst of profound 
suffering remind us that God always gives us the strength necessary to endure every trial," 
the Pope said at the end of the Eucharistic celebration, after praying the Angelus.
