Jey’s Jottings

Dear Friends,

If you follow Oprah Winfrey, the un-
disputed queen of daytime television,
you are already aware of her New Age
perspective. Taking her advice would
probably lead to skipping Holy Week and Easter altogether. This
would be especially true for anyone who is listening to her XM
Satellite Radio program, A Course in Miracles, which began
January 1 of this year.

This course teaches that we are to rethink everything that
we believe about God and life. The course workbook bluntly
states: “This is a course in mind training” and is dedicated
to “thought reversal.” Oprah’s longtime friend, Marianne Wil-
liamson, who also happens to be one of today’s premier New
Age leaders, designed and teaches this course.

Committee Formed
to Recommend New Senior Minister by 2009

The Church Board has approved a 13-member Search Committee to interview candidates
for the Senior Minister’s position and recommend a choice to the congregation by early next
year. Named to lead the committee as chairman is former Board of Deacons Chairman
Mark Charette.
The historic process for ynding the 27th senior minister of our 373-year-old church was set in motion by the announcement of
Senior Minister Jey Deifell that he will end his ministry at First Church of Christ following Easter Sunday 2009.
The committee members were selected from among more than 125 names submitted by deacons, board members, past presidents
and church staff. After eight weeks, the new Search Committee is ready to convene on Sunday, March 16.

Members of the Search Committee are: Mark Charette (chairman), Heather Begina, Natalie Burns, Ro Cherry, Bill Dean,
Susan Giliberto, John Madigan, Ralph Mattson, Helga Phillips, John Rascius, Joyce Senn, Paula Vining and Betty Woodward.

Church Board President Burt Johnson calls on the church leadership and all members to uphold the committee and its members
in prayer as they now undertake this awesome responsibility. Burt said he is pleased that those invited to serve eagerly accepted the
duty. “This is no ordinary search,” the Board said to the Search Committee. “Rather, it is a search for God’s chosen leader who will lead this
congregation into previously uncharted areas of growth and outreach. God has blessed First Church with abundance in the past, but the Board
believes that God will use this new minister to open, even wider, the poodgates to Godis richest blessings.o

The search process is being guided by carefully kept records of the search committee that led to the hiring of Pastor Jey nearly twelve years
ago. The new committee includes some members who have experience in that pastoral search process and in the hiring of other key First
Church clergy and staff.

The committee is charged with seeking a senior minister committed to the Core Value Priorities compiled by the Servant Leadership Team
and endorsed by the Church Board last month in response to the yndings of the Long-Range Planning
Committee and Vision New England’s survey and focus groups. Those include discipleship for all members,
relational evangelism, excellence in traditional and contemporary worship, increased community outreach,
leadership development, stewardship and a strong spiritual discipline of individual and group prayer.

Pastor Jey referred to these Core Value Priorities in his letter of resignation: “We sense that First Church
is truly at the threshold of new opportunities. Without hesitation, we must move forward in faith and seize
the moment. As we do, God will use First Church in powerful and yet unseen ways for His glory.”
