Director’'s Notes

Fall is here! We are having a great year. There
are often notes and other information sent home
from the classrooms so please check your child’s
backpack daily.

The flu season is already upon us. We have had
confirmed cases of the flu. We have been told
that anyone who is diagnosed with Type A flu
right now actually has the HIN1 virus. We have
received a large amount of information from the
CDC about this virus. Children under the age of 5
are at the greatest risk of serious flu-related
complications. Unfortunately, people infected
with the virus may be able to infect others from 1
day prior to getting sick. They are also shedding
the virus up to 7 days or longer after getting sick

So, the question is, how can we stop the spreading

of this virus here at the Lambs? The best
prevention is a three-step approach: vaccination,
frequent hand-washing and staying home when
sick, and the correct use of antiviral drugs if you

doctor recommends them. Please speak with your

child about preventing the spread of germs,
covering their mouth when sneezing or coughing,

washing their hands, touching their eyes, nose and

mouth. PLEASE, stay at home when you are sick.
Don’t go out to the store or any where else if you
are not well. PLEASE, keep your child at home if
they are not well. Once again, if they have had a
fever they must be fever free for a minimum of 24
hours without medication. Because of the risk to
young children the CDC does recommend that
early childhood centers consider closing if there i
a large number of children and staff absent.
Please, also note, the Lambs staff is urged to stay
home when they do not feel well, too. Flu

symptoms can include: fever (it is important to
note that not everyone with flu will have a fever),
cough, sore throat, runny or stuffy nose, body
aches, headache, chills, fatigue, sometimes
diarrhea, and vomiting. It is my hope and prayer
that we can make it through this flu season with a
limited number of cases by all of us working
together to prevent the spread of the virus.
