Green House Science and Math Project
This project will count for grades in math and science so it is vital that you understand both aspects of the project.
Part I: Drafting your house. Remember you only have to draw one level of the house, but you can do more if you wish. You are only required to have the following rooms in your home: a bedroom, kitchen, laundry room, and a bathroom. You are not required to draw the windows or doors in your home.

Part II: This part will be both science and math. You are required to complete the house with “green” fixtures.  You will be selecting what type of materials you want for each of these items. For example you might want bamboo floors and granite countertops. You must explain why you chose your particular material. For the appliances you can pick a particular brand and explain why you chose that brand. You must have the following items:
Whole home: flooring, windows, and doors. 
Kitchen: Sink, cabinets, countertops, oven, refrigerator, and dishwasher.
Bathroom: Shower/tub, sink, toilet, cabinets, and countertops.
Laundry room: Washer and Dryer
Part III. A continuation of Part II. You will need to tell me how much money each fixture will cost. The windows and doors will require you to tell me how many of each you will need for your house (make sure you account for it in the price!) When someone builds a house they measure in square feet so that you will know how much flooring you need to order.  You can list the fixture, quantity, and cost. Then total it! See example below:
