IMPORTANT THINGS TO REMEMBER!!!!!!!!!!!!

DECIMALS:

Adding and Subtracting bring the decimal straight down.

Multiplying- Count the numbers after the decimal is the question. You must have the same amount of numbers behind the decimal in the answer

Division- 

#1 When Divisor is a whole number. Bring the decimal in dividend straight up.

#2 When both are decimals you make the divisor a whole number by moving the decimal to the right. However many times you move the decimal in the divisor you must move it the same amount of times in the dividend.

FRACTIONS:

Adding and Subtracting: you must find a common denominator before you add and subtract the numerator. The denominator does not change!

Multiplying: Simple! Multiple across both the numerator and denominator.

Dividing: Change to multiplication and flip the second fraction.

EQUATIONS:

#1 When the question gives you what the variable equals just plug it into the equation.

#2- When the question asks for you to find what the variable equals you must get the variable alone by doing the inverse operation.
