RESPONSIBILITIES 

1. Pray for the children and workers of Adventure Club. 
2. Be ready to greet your children at 6:15 and remain with them until 8:15 p.m. 
3. Pick up announcements and materials each week at the leader’s table before Adventure 

Club begins. 
4. Sit with your children during opening time. 
5. Is responsible for the discipline of the children in your care. 
6. Lead Small Group: 

• Ask a leading question to get the children listening to you and sharing. 
• Review the Bible story (questions provided). 
• Teach the memory verse - have them find it in their Bibles, make sure they 

understand it and practice saying it together. 
• Pray with your children. 

7. Escort your children to small group, games, crafts and wrap-up. 
8. During Game/Craft time, one leader go with each group.  Participate with your children 

during this time. 
9. Give reward stickers according to plan. 
10. Secure a sub from the provided list when you cannot be present and let the AC Director
