Following the 10:30 a.m. service, lunch was served in Ledyard Hall to those parishioners who gathered 
for the annual meeting.   
 
The Rev. Carol Cole Flanagan opened the meeting with prayer at 12:30 p.m. Kathryn Ellis was elected 
secretary by acclamation. 
 
The Agenda for the meeting was accepted as presented. 
 
Minutes of the 2007 Annual Meeting were reviewed.  It was moved and seconded that the minutes be 
approved as presented.  MOTION PASSED. 
 
The Senior Warden, Melissa Cragg, introduced nominees for Vestry members as follows:  Claire Brown, 
Oliver S. Coleman, Betty Cooper, Kathy Ellis, David Jackson, John Leney, Eileen MacDonald, Aretha 
Marshall, Marilyn Shahly, Gail Smith, Sue Webb, Jan Weir, and Pam Wilkins.  Margaret Hammond and 
Megan Norris were appointed tellers. 
 
It was moved by Theresa Zajac that the reports of Parish Ministries be accepted as presented.  MOTION 
PASSED.  
 
The Interim Rector, The Rev. Carol Cole Flanagan, reviewed a few of the highlights of her time with 
Christ Church, Detroit.  Hers is an extensive report delineated in her annual report.  She formally 
acknowledged the work of the Construction/Architecture Committee and presented a gift to David 
Coleman, Chairperson of this Committee in appreciation of his hands-on work during construction.  She 
extended thanks to Genet Barthwell for planning and executing the reception for the former rector, The 
Rev. Phillip Jackson. 
 
The Assistant to the Rector for Christian Education, The Rev. Geoffrey Piper, summarized his work in 
this capacity via a written report included in the annual meeting reports. We have been uniquely blessed 
with such dynamic and thoughtful work of these leaders. 
 
Melissa Cragg reviewed her tenure as Senior Warden.  She, Jan Weir, Treasurer, and Jane Forbes, 
Chairperson of the Finance Committee, presented the proposed budget for 2008.  Reference was made to 
the 2007 budget, how construction costs impacted the proposed funds, the reduction of revenues, lower 
attendance during construction, and loss of rental income.  There has been a larger drain on the 
endowment.  Forbes issued a challenge to parishioners to make their capital campaign payments, consider 
and reconcile their pledges so that we may continue to move forward.. 
 
Cragg acknowledged the leadership of the Interim Rector, The Rev. Carol Flanagan, the work of the 
Search Committee [still in progress] and the Construction Committee.   
  
Persons elected to the 2008-2010 Vestry were Claire Brown, Oliver Coleman, John Leney, Marilyn 
Shahly, and David Jackson.  Eileen MacDonald was elected to a one year term to complete the term of 
David Schindler-Wood who resigned. 
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The Rev. Carol Cole Flanagan presented gifts to outgoing wardens, Melissa Cragg and Lamar Richardson 
and thanked them for their dedicated service. 
 
David Jackson reported for the Search Committee.  This group has worked diligently since April 1, 2007.  
They are now in the process of interviewing, doing background and reference checks to narrow the list to 
a possible four or five candidates to meet with the Vestry and the Bishop. 
 
Outgoing and incoming Vestry persons came together to extend congratulations and blessings. 
 
The Interim Rector concluded the meeting with a blessing and dismissal at 1:15 p.m.

In our first full year of existence, the new Buildings & Grounds Committee has been kept busy.  
The building project wrap-up, routine maintenance issues, unexpected problems and tough economic 
times have all combined to present us with significant challenges.  As usual the congregation has come 
forward with individual gifts of funds and their time to assist with maintenance of the gardens and 
grounds.  Further challenges face us in the upcoming years. 

A comprehensive list of buildings and grounds maintenance requirements has been prepared to 
identify all currently known issues.  The list is daunting and expensive but we must realize that a building 
such as ours because of its age and design needs constant care and attention.  A summary of the 
significant list items with estimated cost follows: 

Woodbridge parking lot erosion    $7,000  
Jefferson Ave Terrace Landscaping     $35,000 
Sibley House Exterior Renovation Front Only  $109,000 

Remainder  $130,000 
Removal of asbestos in church boiler room   $60,000 
Convert choir room lavatory to acolyte storage  $5,000 
Upgrade Ledyard Hall kitchen    $150,000 
Repair/Restore Wilet window (behind nave balcony) $225,000 
Paint church interior      $75,000 
Replace inefficient windows in Ledyard, Cary  $65,000 
Finish tuck pointing (mortar repair) church tower  $250,000 
Rechime tower bells      $50,000 
Air-condition church sanctuary    $150,000 

A brief discussion of the most pressing and urgent issues follows: 

1. WOODBRIDGE PARKING LOT EROSION 
Our Woodbridge Ave.  neighbors (Garon, Lukow and Miller law firm) have asked us to correct a 

long-standing problem that is causing damage to their parking lot fence on our common property line.  
Our property slopes severely down to the base of their fence.  Over the years, erosion and rubble have 
fallen down the slope half burying and pushing over a good portion of their fence.  Since they are 
replacing their fence in a security improvement project, they are pressing us to fix it as soon as possible. 

Bids to build a retaining wall to stop the erosion have been secured and our neighbors have offered 
to contribute 1/3 of the cost of $10,000.  This expenditure is one of many facing us in the upcoming 
months. 

2. JEFFERSON TERRACE LANDSCAPING 
The Jefferson terrace (the area between the church, Sibley house and the new atrium) has been 

unfinished since the completion of our building project.  We have left the construction fence in place 
(mainly for security reasons) until we were ready to complete grading, paving and landscaping the area.  

Contractor quotations indicate that some $35,000 is required to complete perform the task.  To 
ease the burden on our financial resources, the project will be divided and phased.    Phase 1 (approx 
$17,000) would complete required site preparation, grading, permanent protective fencing and drainage 
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installation.  Phase 2 (approx $10,000) would add concrete patios and sidewalks and phase 3 (approx 
$8,000) would complete planting of plants, trees and shrubs.  

Consideration is being given to making a separate appeal to the congregation for funding and 
volunteer labor where appropriate.  A project will be put together to present to the congregation this year. 

3.  SIBLEY HOUSE EXTERIOR RENOVATION 
The exterior of Sibley House badly needs repair and renovation.  Siding is loose, rotten and falling 

off and windows are inoperative and leaking.  There is no insulation behind the siding.  Since the interior 
has been completely redone and our offices have been moved there it is more urgent that we make needed 
exterior repairs. In addition to improving the unsightly appearance of the building, improved security and 
significant savings in energy for heating/cooling would result. 

The project could be divided into two phases.  The first phase (approx $109,000) would address 
repair of the visible front and sides of the building.  A second phase (approx $130,000) would repair the 
rest of the building as well as replace all of the windows. 

4. REMOVAL OF ASBESTOS  IN CHURCH BOILER (and adjacent) ROOMS 
It was determined by surveys conducted in preparation for the Sunday school renovation that 

asbestos contamination may exist in the boiler room below the church.  It was necessary to have an 
official campus-wide hazardous material survey performed in all areas not covered by the expansion 
project. 

This survey identified hazardous asbestos in the church boiler room and adjacent storage areas.  In 
accordance with MIOSHA laws, staff training was performed and the affected areas have been labeled 
with warning signs.  Access to these areas is strictly limited to individuals who have had hazardous 
material training.  The cost of the survey and training was $5,800.  The permanent solution (removing and 
replacing (or encapsulating) all hazardous material) is estimated at $60,000. 

The status of remaining items on the list remains unresolved.  With the current financial situation, 
little can be done to address them.  Unfortunately, the longer we wait the higher the costs may be to 
address them in the future. 

Finally, David Coleman, our committee co-chair and maintenance sub-committee chair, has 
indicated that he will be stepping down.  A pressing work project and pending retirement have caused him 
to begin to phase out of his extensive involvement with church building maintenance.  For some 25 years 
David had been at the forefront of all church building architecture, construction, and maintenance matters.  
His knowledge, skill and commitment to this task have been exceptional and the loss of his service will be 
sorely missed.    

We extend to David our sincere gratitude for this outstanding service.

·  5th - The Confirmation class started and was led by Michelle Wilbert.   

November 
·  1st - Bishop Gibbs came to Christ Church and confirmed Will Basse, Nick Berlage, 

Marisa Leney, Sarah Rolain and Christian Warner. 

December 
·  7th – St. Nicholas visited the children in church and led them into Ledyard Hall for 

candy, lunch and ornament making.  This was the first annual party here at CCD, thanks 
to Rev. Bob Hart for his vision and help.

The role of the Finance Committee has been to advise and assist the Vestry in managing parish 
business affairs.  In 2008, the Committee continued its normal functions of preparing a proposed budget, 
monitoring monthly statements of income and expenditures and reviewing endowment investments.  It 
also carried out several special projects, including renegotiating the parking lot leases, extending of the 
Comerica Bank loan, reviewing insurance coverage, preparing an expenditure policy for the parish, 
obtaining a CPA review of financial statements and contributing articles for the Chronicles on the capital 
campaign and the impact of recent decline in the financial markets on the parish endowment.

Again, I would like to preface my report by saying that a lot of Outreach activity goes on at Christ 
Church by our parishioners over and beyond the activities of the Outreach Committee throughout the 
year.  Outreach Committee meetings were held in February, April, May, June, September and November. 
 
1. We continue to support Sunshine School located at Spirit of Hope Church.  Christ Church 

provides $8,000 per year for support of their program.  They now have a waiting  list for  new 
children and are teaching 45 students.  This is a substantial increase from 18 months ago.  Tom 
and Sally Moore continue serving on their Board headed by the capable Pastor Matthew Bode. 

2. Gleaners continues to roll on Saturday mornings under the leadership of Seth Lloyd.  We 
participate on a bi-monthly basis. 

3. Our Soup Kitchen participation at Spirit of Hope Church continues under the leadership of Jon 
Miller.  We participate on the 5th Saturdays of the month which amounts to 4-5 times per year. 

4. Crossroads: Contributions of food and clothing are delivered to Crossroads monthly by Margo 
Norris.  We have two large boxes located in Ledyard Hall to receive these articles. Sometimes the 
boxes are overflowing!! 

5. We continue to provide lunches ($500) to those who attend the Metro Detroit Teen Conference 
annually at Wayne State University.  Terry Lloyd handles this each year. 

6. Ghana: A motion was passed to send $1000 to Ghana to assist HIV/AIDS children in a variety of 
ways such as clothing, books and bed linens.  The check was delivered in person by Lamar and 
Lydia Richardson in July. 

7. Millennium Development Goals are being ably directed by Seth Lloyd.  At our November meeting 
the committee agreed that the $3850 allocated from the church budget should be equally divided 
among six of the eight goals. Checks are to be sent to an organization in each goal area. 

8. Southwest Solutions: The committee passed a motion to send $1500 for their Evenstart Program.   

9. A "Food for the Poor" speaker gave the sermon on May 4th, coordinated by Lucinda Keils.  

10. The "Becoming the Household of God" conference (April 4th and 5th) received $500 from Christ 
Church. Josephine Powell and Lucinda Keils participated in this project. 

 11. Checks were written in January, 2008 to the following (coordinated by Lucinda Keils): 
a) Episcopal Network for Economic Justice (ENEJ) for $250 
b) Detroit Metro-Interfaith Committee Workers Issues (DM-ICWI) for $450.

This report is a summary of the several different prayer ministries at Christ Church. 

Sally Moore heads up the Prayer Chain ministry, which provides the opportunity for Christ 
Church parishioners to engage in a disciplined life of intercessory prayer.  Prayer Chain members pray at 
least once per week for those in troubling situations, for the ill, for those in need of inner peace and for the 
special needs of Christ Church, the community and the world. A prayer list and letter are sent on a 
monthly basis to each member.

Any parishioner may 
submit or delete names or special needs for the Prayer Chain at any time. 

Marilyn Shahly is the unofficial head of the Knitting  ministry.  Groups of parishioners have been 
meeting once a month on the third Sat morning to knit or crochet. Besides making prayer shawls the 
group has made lap robes, preemie caps, chemo caps, and helmet liners which were sent to service people 
in Iraq and Afghanistan and merchant seamen through the Christmas-at-Sea Program.  While many 
people get together and make these items, others knit or crochet 7” squares at home, which are then put 
together to make the lap robes. The group is open to anyone who would like to join us on the 3rd Sat at 10 
AM, or make any of the projects at home. Marilyn has copies of all the patterns that we’ve been using.

The prayer group that meets after the 10:30 service has now moved into the new chapel.  The 
group meets immediately after the 10:30 service each Sun to pray for sick friends and relatives or special 
needs.  Anyone is welcome to come any Sunday and bring a prayer request or come and intercede for 
others.  Originating from this group is a ‘prayer update’ email that reports the progress of people for 
whom we are praying, and adds new prayer requests that come in.

In 2008, Christ Church had 131 pledges for a total of $340,689. 

 As of January 14, 2009, we have received 119 pledges for a total of $305,962.  We have 12 
regular pledgers who have not yet turned in their pledge cards.  If they each pledge at the 2008 rate, the 
additional income will be $21,060, bringing the total pledges to $327,022, down 4% from last year. 

 Of the 119 pledges received, 45 represent increases totaling $22,319.  The shortfall is caused by 
the fact that 14 of our pledges went down an aggregate $29,032.  This is very unusual.  In most years, 
many pledges stay the same (which in real dollars reflects a decrease as expenses rise), but none go down.  
If those pledges had simply remained the same, and assuming that the outstanding pledges come in at last 
year’s level, we would have a total of $356,054, which would be a 4.5% increase. 

Assuming that our regular pledgers remain on board, we will have one more pledging unit than 
last year.  As we usually lose 5-10 pledgers each year due to death or relocation, and we lost two due to a 
change in clergy this year, maintaining the number of pledging units reflects a number of new members.  
This year, we have 7 new pledges to date, for a total of $4,000. 
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We have three families pledging $10,000 or more, for a total of $57,000.  We have another 11 
pledgers between $5,000 and $10,000, for a total of $73,080.  In other words, 42% of our total pledges in 
the door come from 14 pledges.  40 of our pledges are $1,000 or less. 

In order to live within our means but continue to enjoy the benefits to which we have become 
accustomed – great preaching, great music, and great Christian education – we will need to both grow our 
membership and increase our individual giving.

The Rev. Carol Cole-Flanagan initiated the formation of a Technology Committee to provide 
direction and oversight regarding the use, maintenance and upgrade of the computer and communication 
facilities of the Church.   In response to ongoing problems with the Church web and file servers and the 
high cost of professional web and computer support, the committee reviewed our current data services 
configuration and options for a more robust and less costly arrangement.  Specific goals of the review 
included:  

(a) Replacing current on-site data backup with a more secure off-site backup arrangement. 
(b) Reducing or eliminating the need for in-house server maintenance and management. 
(c) Enhancing general network security and the security of Church records in particular. 

With these goals in mind, the committee proceeded to: 
·  Obtain three bids for consolidated Internet and telephone services with a view towards future 

growth. 
·  Identify options for moving our web and mail server functions off-site to eliminate the need 

for maintenance of on-site server hardware. 
·  Explore additional services offered by ACS Technologies, (supplier of the current Church 

financial and membership management software suite). 

Based on the review results, the following changes were recommended and implemented. 
�  Membership and financial management databases were transferred to the (remote) ACS On-

Demand system, which provides continuous maintenance and secure backup with remote 
access via the Internet.  This has eliminated the need for the on-site database server and on-site 
backups.   

�  Telephone and Internet services were transferred from AT&T to Cavalier Telephone – benefits 
include a lower overall cost, higher speed (T1) Internet service, WiFi access throughout the 
Sibley House-Ledyard Hall complex, and up to 25 email addresses.   

The implemented changes enhance the security and usability of the Church’s technology systems 
and provide the capacity for future implementation of technology-based enhancements, such as online 
presentation of music, sermons, or event video.

The Walk In Ministry provides aid and advocacy for homeless men and women in and around 
downtown Detroit.  The Walk In budget is $500 per month plus the loose offering from the first Sunday 
of each month.  Also, some generous soul designates part of their yearly pledge to our program. 

This year we saw 344 clients. Approximately $3,000 was spent to help these individuals with ID, 
dental care, birth certificates, uniforms and emergency rent or utility bills.  $718 was spent on shoes or 
boots for work or other emergency needs.  $4,257 was spent for bus tickets and bus cards.  Transportation 
is a major obstacle for clients needing to get to a new job, doctor appointment or to navigate the social 
services for housing and various self help programs. 

Walk In has worked extensively this year with TAPS Recovery Management Services which helps 
people coming out of substance abuse programs.  TAPS is very resourceful in finding jobs, housing and 
otherwise mainstreaming clients back into society.  Walk In helps financially in various ways when these 
clients are sent to us.
