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About Our School

At the First Presbyterian Church Pre-
School, we provide meaningful learning
experiences within a Christian
atmosphere. Our program is designed to
foster your child’'s social, emotional,
intellectual and physical development. All
classes are taught by college educated
state certified teachers and a teacher’s
assistant. All staff are fingerprinted and
have had background checks completed.

Requirements of Admission

Age:

3 Year Olds - Two Day or
Three Day Classes AM or PM

Children who will be entering kindergarten
in their school district two years from
September. Children, who will be 3 by
December 1, may be considered for
enrollment.

4 and 5 Year Olds — Two, Three and
Five Day Classes AM or PM. Children
who will be entering kindergarten in their
school district the following year.

Toilet Training: We prefer children to be
toilet trained as we do not have changing
facilities. We will work with parents if pull-
ups are worn and parents can be called
for accidents.

Inoculations: Children must have all
state required inoculations, including
rubella, polio, DPT, MMR, HIB, Varicella
and Mantoux test.

Transportation: To be provided by the
parents.

School Terms and Hours

School begins in mid-September and
closes early June. The hours are from
9:00 AM to 11:30 AM and 12:15 PM to
2:45 PM. Before and after care will be
available from 8:00-9:00AM and 11:30-
12:00PM for a nominal fee. Inclement

weather or emergency closings will be
announced on WJLK 94.3FM as

SCHOOL. The school calendar will be
distributed on the first day of school.

Tuition

A non-refundable application fee of
$100.00 is to be paid at the time of
registration. Families registering two or
more children will be discounted $50.00.

Tuition is paid in three installments June
1, September 1, and February 1 or ten
installments May 1 through February 1.
