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     I sometimes ask those who portray a character 
dramatically the following question: "What did you learn?"  
I've observed that those who have put in  
some time working through the process of developing a 
character often come to a deeper understanding of 
mindset and situation.  Recently I prepared a  
monologue based on the life of Lazarus in which he works 
through his feelings about seeing Jesus on the cross.  As  
I internalized the words I needed to deliver, I began to 
sense a bit of the hopelessness, the devastation, and the 
utter confusion of living on the other side of the cross.  
Here we find the people who do not know of the 
resurrection.  They watch their close companion, friend, 
and the one they believed to be the Messiah executed in a 
bloody death.  They can see the hopes, dreams, and all 
that they had staked their lives on crashing down around 
them. 
     I can imagine their questions.  How can all that we've 
experienced go so wrong so fast?  Were we incredibly 
gullible investing so much of our lives to Jesus?  Did we 
completely misunderstand what he said?  Will we be 
rounded up and killed like him?  What can we believe?  
Does life have any meaning at all?  What are we going to 
do now? 
     Now imagine them going from the crushing darkness of 
the time immediately following the crucifixion to a sudden 
encounter with a risen and victorious Jesus, validating 
everything he had taught them and solidifying all that they 
had believed.  What happened next?  They moved from 
"grieving and weeping" (Mark 16:10) and "meeting behind 
locked doors because they were afraid of the Jewish 
leaders" (John 20:19) to being "filled with great joy" (Luke 
24:52) and going "everywhere preaching and, with the 
Lord working with them, confirming what they said by 
many miraculous signs."  (Mark 16:20).  In a complete and 
stunning reversal, they boldly proclaimed the good news, 
willing to risk physical abuse, imprisonment, and 
execution.  Perhaps reflection on where they were on the 
other side of the cross can help us to understand the flood 
of passion and sold-out commitment that fueled an 
unstoppable movement of God that connects with us 
today.
