$475.00 each month, even for the next 100 years, it would still
never be our home. In our apartment complex, people come and
go at all hours, loiter outside our door smoking and make us feel
unsafe in our own home. Now for less money than we

currently pay for rent, our son will finally have his own bedroom
and no longer have to use the living room, we will be in charge of o o o
who comes to our home and we won’t have to feel scared to Cl nCII‘II'latI
come and go from our home freely.

work on our home every Saturday, attend classes and do what-

ever it takes to build our home. We are very excited and want to Habltat
thank everyone who has made this dream a possibility for our

family.
