Bethany, one of the American teens on the “Underground
Reality Vietnam” series had this to say after visiting the Bible
college. “It's really convicting, actually because we don't
even want to get up for church, but they sacrifice it all and
don't even think twice. They were so single minded in their
pursuit of Christ, your heart just has to change. You have to
die to yourself completely...you have to give al of your
dreams and all of your desiresto Christ.”
