and Mälama (Caring

may have noticed the water 
pouring through the roof in the 
Men©s Room of the Memorial 
Building during the recent Great 
Rain.  This was not meant 
personally, but does demonstrate 
how badly we need the Tenney/
Parke/Memorial re-roofing 
project. It should begin 
sometime in the fall.  The Glenn 
Mason Architects part of the 
project has been approved 
(assessing the tiles on Tenney 
and Parke and overseeing the 
specification work for air-

conditioning and roof material).  
Slate will be replaced by slate, 
and the material to be used for 
the flat part of the roofs will be 
determined shortly.  

Enough About Roofs Already, 
But...  The new roof on the Von 
Holt Room has trouble with its 
membranes (don©t we all?).  
They are sliding down and 
buckling.  We will address them 
as a warranty issue.  Meanwhile, 
the new doors are in, the new 
Tenney Theater entry (which 
used to be through Von Holt) is 
nearly finished, and new Von 
Holt flooring will be installed 
right after Easter.  A multi-
media projection screen is being 
considered for computer 
presentations and movies, and a 
2-story storage room will be 
built. 

Noah Had a Flood and so did we 
during the recent Great Rain, by 
the Memorial Building©s kitchen 
and the side door by the ladies 
room.  Origins analysis would 
await professional evaluation, 
but we are currently assessing 
the drainage system for 
cleanliness. 

Stained Glass Assessment:  Jim 
Erickson has finished Phase II, 
the assessment of the Cathedral 
clerestory windows, all the Parke 
Chapel windows, and the Great 
West Window, rated by degree 
of wear and tear on each 
window.  He has photographed 
each window beautifully, as he 

did the cathedral©s ground-floor 
windows.  We will continue to 
review and prioritize the work to 
be done. 

"Guano Busters" Are Coming:  
The cathedral staff©s nickname 
for the company coming to rid 
the belfry and the organ chamber 
of our avian tenantry©s debris is 
apt, and Habilitat will also help.  
The grills inside the cast-
concrete louvers are ready to be 
installed at long last.  Will we 
NEVER hear the end of this? 

Angels We Have Heard..(cough, 
cough) Are Not on High:  The 
choir room has been cleaned and 
plumbing to the air-conditioned 
added, but there is still mold 
growing and the plywood, which 
has plants growing through it, 
needs sealing.  Should you never 
have been down there, it is in the 
basement under the Bride©s 
Room and Davies Hall, accessed 
by a steep and narrow staircase 
which imperils everyone who is 
not a mountain goat.  The entire 
library of choral music is at risk.  
New quarters that are not below-
grade (er...basement) are badly 
needed.  Preservation bags are 
being sought for the choir robes, 
which still smell musty, poor 
things.

While 
this concept grew mostly out of 
my work in developing the 
Komo Kulshan Cluster in 
Western Washington, I came to 
the Cathedral of St. Andrew with 
the belief that it could be 
valuable in this setting as well. I 
believe that clustering is a model 
for strengthening congregational 
leadership and focusing on 
ministry within a congregation’s 
communities, thereby enabling 
congregational revitalization. 
My hope continues to be that we 
can incorporate this concept into 
more of what we are becoming. I 
am also hopeful that the concept 
could have some influence on 
our diocese. 
 
The outline for my dissertation is 
in five sections: 

1.   The history and 
development of the 
Cluster model of doing 
ministry 

2.   The development of the 
Komo Kulshan Cluster 

3.   The role of  leadership, 
ordained and non-
ordained, necessary 

4.   Basic principles and 
steps necessary – A 
training program for 
congregations 

5.   A call to embrace the 
opportunity to work 
together for the good of 
the Kingdom

On Sunday, April 23 at 4 pm, 
Matthew Fox,a controversial 
American priest and theologian, 
and the leading exponent of 
Creation Spirituality, will be at 
the Cathedral for a lecture and 
book signing. 
 

Fox, born in 1940, was ordained 
a Roman Catholic priest in 
1967. He received Masters 
Degrees in both philosophy and 
theology from Aquinas Institute 
and later earned a Ph.D. in 
spirituality, summa cum laude, 
from the Institut Catholique de 
Paris. Due to his controversial 

teachings, he was censured by 
the Vatican in 1989 and 
forbidden to teach, and later 
dismissed from the Dominican 
order. He was later received as 
an Episcopal priest by Bishop 
William Swing of the 
Episcopal Diocese of 
California.  
 

Fox, who has authored 22 
books, has become an 
important figure in Creation 
Spirituality, and his book The 
Reinvention of Work was 
pivotal in the defining of that 
movement.†

“Women saints, prophets, and 
witnesses for our time” the 
book’s cover specifies.  If you 
like, you can read this book form 
page one straight through to the 
end, but you are much more 
likely to dip into it at points that 
interest you.  Whichever choice 
you make, you are in for a treat. 
 
Ellsberg divides his book into 
eight sections, each named for 
one of eight Beatitudes (he omits 
the ninth; those reviled and 
persecuted for Jesus’  sake).  
Each section varies in length 
from thirteen to nineteen 
women.  The women range from 

well known – Mary, mother of 
Jesus; Emily Dickinson, poet; St. 
Joan of Arc, maid of Orleans – 
to “never heard of her “  – 
Blessed Lydwina of Schiedam, 
patron of sufferers; St. Xenia of 
St. Petersburg, Holy Fool. 
 
My favorites include: St. 
Marcella, a wealthy Roman 
widow who “preferred to store 
her money in the stomachs of the 
needy rather than hide it in a 
purse” ; Anne Frank, the Jewish 
girl who died at age 15 during 
the Holocaust but is remembered 
because of the diary she kept 
during the years she spent in 

hiding; Sojourner Truth, the 
American slave who became an 
eloquent and effective worker in 
both the anti-slavery movement 
and the women’s rights 
movement; and Dorothee Soelle, 
a German theologian who 
redefined sin as “ that which has 
to do not just with what we do, 
but with what we allow to 
happen.”  
 
One closes this book humbled by 
the strength of these women 
who, simply by living, brought 
light to the world.  If only all the 
rest of us could be like them.
