I, of course, ordered the book. It
arrived last week and after
sitting on my desk | finally
picked it up.

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It Was Clear as
Mud. TheJduly 1
Davies Hall
Imagineering Meeting (sorry,
Disney) with Glen Mason, our
architect, to which Chapter and
the congregation was invited,
proved that we wanted
everything including redoing the
kitchen sink to occur in Davies
Hall. Large-group meeting
space, small-group meeting
space, more bathrooms,
improved choir facilities, storage
and an enhanced kitchen...al
were priorities. But the concept
of adding a second floor to
Davies was problematical for a
number of reasons--aesthetics,
clearance, access, loss of light.
Adding new ground-floor square
footage to the footprint of
Davies would involve
application to the Capitol
Improvement District. Our lot
coverageisat 77% by the most
favorable calculation, and 80%
is the maximum allowable.
Chances of approval were highly
guestionable.
An“Ahal” Occurred. At the
second meeting on July 15 with
the very patient and calm Mr.
Mason, we thought of placing
the choir function in the Von
Holt area. Davies, once
renovated, would serve as akind
of Super-Von-Holt in terms of
current and anticipated function.
The preferred method would be
to add a second floor to Von
Holt, which may be possible
behind the facade where it might

be barely visible from Beretania
Street. It would not alter the
footprint of any building, and
may be very viable. The choir
rehearsal space and piano,
cathedral musician’s office,

music library, and choir robe
storage (No More Musty Smell!)
would be there, and an elevator
would possibly provide access to
the second floor and a'so the
basement under Tenney Thesater.
The ground floor of Von Holt
would remain in its current
usage, under this plan.

And The Bat Cave Would Be
For.....? The current basement
choir space, at present
nicknamed The Bat Cave, would
then become storage: a
waterproofed, humidity-and
temperature-controlled space for
storage of documents, possibly
the diocesan vault archives,
seasonal vestments and copes,
dry goods, and atable for
researchers. Theold
dumbwaiter might be renovated
aswell.

But What About DAVIES, For
Goodness Sake? Well, Davies
would primarily serve as
fellowship and large-group
meeting space, its original
inspiration. Readily accessible
storage for tables and chairs and
MORE BATHROOMS would
be created in some way...the
architects are working on several
ideasto distill them into one or
two for our consideration. The
kitchen would be renovated.
Then We Got a Little Wild.

Since 2007 marks the 100"
anniversary of the laying of the
Davies cornerstone, the 140™
anniversary of the laying of the
cathedral cornerstone, and the
105" anniversary of the
cathedral consecration, we
thought, “why stop here?’ After
al, 2009 marks the 100"
anniversary of Davies
completion, and 2017 (only 11
years away) is the 150"
anniversary of the cathedral
cornerstone. “Let’s Imagineer a
bit more!” we said. OK—how
about completing the cloister on
the Diamond Head side of the
cathedral, asis shownin the
line-drawing on the wall of
Davies Hall now? (Go look at
it!) It would run across the
courtyard where we now have
AlohaHour (that function would
switch to the courtyard on the
ewa side of the nave between the
nave and Davies) with a
sidewalk connecting it to the
existing side door of the nave.
We'd aso need to restore the
Great West Window Wall, too:
the stedl isvisibly corroding and
bowing.

Back to Earth With a Thump. In
the meanwhile, mitigation of the
toxicity in the Old Choir Room
in the basement is important.
Choir members are having
trouble breathing, much less
singing. We may fix the floor,
build atest waterproofing
section of exterior wall
(trenching outside the wall) to
help determine whether water
penetration is solely through the
wall or acombination of
groundwater rising from below

| a'so want to recognize with
deepest appreciation my other
chairpersonsin the Outreach
Committee, who have met our
Mission Statement within the past
6 months by extending our
assistance to selected Emergency
Relief Projects (ERD), to working
with sister parishesin mutual
projects, to having face-to-face
interaction with our
neighbors, and
to linking
with existing
groups and
agenciesto
offer our support for
common projects. In each of these
activities, we also exceeded our
goals above the projected amount.
| am so pleased, therefore, to
recognize Jeanne Aeby, who
chaired the ERD Education and
Fundraising Brunch in January,
2006 which provided for the
needs of 30 youngsters orphaned
by AIDS of their parents. We
projected a goal of $2,250; we
actually collected approx. $3,500.

From April to June, we worked
on the Mission Fund 2006, with
Melvia Kawashima at the helm.
With her diligence to pursuing
donations for the Guatemala
disaster, we have raised $5,000,
which isthe goal we had set for
this project. In May 2006, we
hosted and entertained about 100
participants, at a Special Angels
Project, which included about 50

mentally challenged youth and
adults on Oahu. For this event,
we were pleased to be working
with our sister parishes, St.
Clement’s Church and the
Cavary Church in Kaneohe.
Mar gar et Steele chaired this
particular event.

Every month, on the 2™
Saturday of the month, 6 teams
of workers do the cooking and
serving of dinner at IHS,
coordinated by M ar gar et
Steele, and every 3" Sunday, we
do the cooking for aimost 200
“homeless’ persons on the
Cathedral grounds, coordinated
by AliceHerring.
