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St. Paul reminded some 
visiting friends from 
Ephesus that Jesus said, 
“ It is more blessed to 
give than to 
receive”  (Acts 20:35, 
NRSV). 
Apparently, Jesus 
did not say that 
receiving was 
not blessed. He 
just said the 
greater blessing 
comes from 
giving. Jesus was one 
who both gave and 
received.  
 

Jesus was often the 
recipient of gifts, 
invitations and acts of 

kindness. He enjoyed 
attending weddings, 
being an overnight 
guest in someone’s 
home or being a guest 

for a meal. He 
allowed Mary to 
anoint his feet 
with costly 
perfume, and 
did not object 
when she 

wiped his feet 
with her hair (John 

12:2-3, NRSV). He even 
asked for and received 
a drink of water from 
the Samaritan woman, 
although Jews and 
Samaritans usually had 
nothing to do with one 

another (John 4:7, NRSV).  
 

The bottom line is this: 
Be a giver, but also be 
a grateful and happy 
receiver. Giving and 
receiving both bring 
blessings. We have a 
good example of both 
in the One whom we 
follow and serve.†

Again!  A new 

leak in the Tenney 
Theater roof (in a closet) has 
sprung up, just after we patched 
the old one (backstage near the 
lighting panel) so that it only 
drips instead of pouring in.  We 
have persuaded the roofers who 
are re-roofing the cloister to 
remove the trees growing in the 
gutters.  A better patch for the 
backstage leak will involve 
everything below the slate roof 
that is flat (an area about 169© x 
4©).  Completely re-roofing 
Tenney is planned for 2006 (see 
Plan of Work below).  

Chirp, Chirp. Chirp.  In 
testament to the enduring 
survivorship of the avian 
congregation at the St. Andrew©s 
bell tower, B & G has thrown in 
the towel...the birds have won.  
Nothing we can think of will 
work on the outside of the 
louvers to prevent nesting...the 
latest mesh proved short-lived 
and unsightly.  To prevent their 
residence among the bells and 
their fittings, steel-mesh grill on 
the inside will be installed 
(sigh). 

We©re Nearly There!  Removal 
of the final 2 walls in the 
downstairs office space of the 
Memorial Building has occurred, 
and the renovations should be 
finished by New Year©s!  Please 
visit!  It is SUCH an 
improvement! 

Also, the misspelling on the Bell 
Tower plaque is being corrected 
by re-casting the plaque.  Do you 
know what was misspelled? 

All Creatures Great and Small.  
The second phase of the stained 
glass assessment, which involves 
the clerestory windows and the 
Great West Window Wall, is 
planned, and the cost of adding 
new apostles above the door is 
being requested from the 
foundry.  Much depends on 
whether the old forms can be re-
used.  A new pump was installed 
in the pond, but, for some 
reason, our fish are turning 
purple.  Stay tuned. 

Lights Out?  Only half of our 76 
exterior bronze architectural 
uplights are working.  Some of 
the tempered glass on pyrex 
lenses are smashed, letting water 
leak into the 120-volt sockets; on 
others, just the lamps are burned 
out.  The model has been 
discontinued by the 
manufacturer, and an estimate 
for new ones for the exterior, for 
the uplights on the trees, and for 
interior lamp replacements 
(which are also due) is 
underway.  The time-clocks for 
lights on the Great West 
Window Wall go out every time 
there is a power interruption and 
are extremely difficult to re-set, 
so the lovely stained glass 
entrance is dark at night. 

The Hems Of Our Garments... 
Vestment storage in the sacristy 
has reached a crisis point 
whereby the integrity of the 
fabrics, not to mention their 
cleanliness and sightliness, is 
being impaired owing to being 
crammed into far too tiny a 
space. A new closet badly needs 
to be built in the sacristy to 
provide longevity and ease of 
use.

Second in priority is re-
plastering the apse ceiling and 
organ doorway, also according 
to the Mason recommendation.  
The clerestory and Great West 
Window Wall stained-glass 
assessment will coincide with 
the apse re-plastering, so that the 
cherry-picker is ordered only 
once.  
·           Comprehensive 
Maintenance Plan. Everything 
from gutters to drainage to fans 
and lighting will be among the 
myriad items to be integrated 
into a Comprehensive 
Maintenance Plan to be designed 
in 2006, with the assistance of 
Glenn Mason Architects.  
·           Von Holt Room. The air-
conditioning airflow sound 
mitigation will be accomplished 
soon, and some interior 
improvements may be made 
(others are planned for 2007).  

·           Davies Hall and Choir 
Room. Planning for the physical 
renovation of Davies Hall will 
occur, pending receipt of a 
Usage Plan from others in the 
Cathedral community.  Nothing 
can happen until we know what 
kind of activities the interior 
space will need to support.  
·           Lighting. A plan for re-
working all the lights, interior 
and exterior, will be made, and 
phased work begun.  
·           Disaster Plan. A disaster 
plan to address the survival and 
integrity of our priority items 
will be made, and input will be 
needed as to what those are (i.e. 
stained glass, bells, trees and 
roof shingles, organ and piano, 
font, sacristy, storage and 
records, generators and 
kitchens).

Over the years, I have reported 
on a number of histories of the 
Christmas holidays.  This book 
is the best so far.  It is 
surprisingly short – only 146 
pages of actual text, starting with 
the 32 Gospel verses found in 
Matthew and Luke.  Apparently 
neither John nor Mark 
considered Jesus’  birth story 
important.  As the author points 
out, the first Christians thought 
the “good news” of the Gospel 
was Christ’s teachings and 
resurrection. 
 
The author describes the ancient 
pre-Christmas year-end holidays, 
such as the Saturnalis, the 
Kalends, and the Mithraic 
birthday of the unconquered sun, 
which gradually blended into the 
celebration of Christmas.  

Christians celebrated Epiphany 
before beginning to celebrate 
Christmas, but by the fifth 
century they were celebrating a 
midnight mass at Christmas. 
 
Various pagan customs, such as 
the wassail and the Yule log 
almost overwhelmed Christmas, 
but in the thirteenth century St. 
Francis of Assisi reinstated 
Christ into Christmas with a 
crèche scene using real people.  
In Germany in the fourteenth 
century, the Dominicans 
invented Christmas carols.  
Santa Claus appeared in the 
nineteenth century, an American 
version of the European St. 
Nicholas, a fourth century saint 
who brought gifts to good 
children.  Washington Irving 
wrote about him, and Clement  

 
Clark Moore was inspired to 
write his famous “ ’Twas the 
Night Before Christmas”  in 
December 1822. 
 
The Christmas tree first 
appeared in Germany in the 
seventeenth century and was 
popularized in England by 
Queen Victoria.  Christmas cards 
were born in England in the 
nineteenth century.  The 
Christmas seal originated in 
Denmark and was instrumental 
in slowing the rampant spread of 
tuberculosis in Western 
countries. 
 
The book ends with a chapter on 
Christmas music from Handel’s 
Messiah to Irving Berlin’s White 
Christmas. †
