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In 1997 Bishop Chang 
introduced the process 
of a “Mutual Ministry 
Review” [MMR] into 
the Diocese.  The 
Bishop has used the 
process with the 
Diocesan Council and 
with his staff.  In 
addition, in the Letter 
of Agreement with 
each priest entering the 
Diocese, an MMR is 
required every two 
years during one’s 
tenure in the 
congregation.  The 

Chapter approved my 
request to engage in 
this review this year in 
December.   

The three-hour review 
process will be 
facilitated by Canon 
Bob Fitzpatrick.  The 
members of Chapter, 
key lay leaders, and the 
members of the 
program staff will 
participate in the 
review.   

The MMR was first 
designed for the 
Diocese of Washington 
and their website 
provides a great deal of 

information about the 
process.  I found this 
description of the 
nature of the process to 
be most helpful. More
