Presuming the Lewisis
accepted at Convention this
summer, he will become a
saint of the Episcopal
Church.

The Irish-English writer C.
S. Lewis (1898-1963) wrote
many books and essays on
the Christian faith, some
defending it and some
meditating onit. Hewasa
tutor and lecturer at Oxford
University, and later
Professor of Medieval and
Renaissance English
Literature at Cambridge
University. From childhood
he had a passion for stories
and mythology. With
CharlesWilliams and J.R.R.
Tolkien, he formed a
literary group called the
“Inklings’ in the 1930s.
Tolkien, a devoted Roman
Catholic, brought Lewisto
conversion, although Lewis
choseto exercise hisfaithin
the Anglican Church. He
was a prolific writer and,
“In the judgment of many,
the most popular and
effective defender of the
Christian faith writing in
English” in the 20" century.
