Third.  The eagerly 
awaited Glen Mason 
architectural Concept Proposal 
and Cost Estimate—an offshoot 
of the Existing Conditions 
Report of 2006 that followed the 
Usage Plan meetings for the 
cathedral complex—has been 
received, and Wow! it was!  
Fuller details will be presented at 
the February Chapter meeting.  
A Preview of Coming 
Attractions: we recast our 
thinking about which projects 
should precede which.  Repairs 
to the cathedral sanctuary, which 
we had originally thought would 
be “merely”  re-plastering and re-
painting the apse ceiling (which 
would have been perhaps 7 days’  
work) are found to be much 
more extensive owing to damage 
to the substructure of the roof 
there and damage to the ceiling 
above the organ. 
 This means we would need 
to relocate our Sunday services 
for about 4-5 months while 
repairs were underway. 
 The original priority list was, 
first, to put the second floor on 
Von Holt first to accommodate 
our music program, and second, 
to begin work on restoring 
Davies Hall. The cathedral apse 
repair would be somewhere in 
between, depending on wedding 
reenactment schedules. 
 In light of the Mason report, 
the priority projects list being 

formulated for Chapter is: (1) 
renovation of Parke Chapel, 
including an organ, in 2008 so 
that St. Andrew’s congregation 
could hold services there during 
the time the cathedral sanctuary 
was under repair, (2) putting the 
second floor on Von Holt in 
2009 so that Davies renovation 
can begin, (3) renovation of 
Davies Hall in 2010 and (4) 
repairs in the cathedral sanctuary 
in 2011. 
 We will provide smelling 
salts for Chapter members in 
February when we outline the 
Estimated Costs. Why don’ t you 
attend and watch them be 
resuscitated? It should be quite a 
sight. 
Above and Below.  Will we 
EVER get the Tenney Theater 
roof done?  Well, yes, but we are 
trying to be temperate.  We 
received 3 bids for roof and A/C 
unit replacement, and are 
negotiating.  The cost is already 
budgeted. 
 Washboard Alley, otherwise 
known as the parking lot, is 
being repaved with blacktop. 
Sinners Alert!  A new 
surveillance system is being 
costed, as the Oahu Copper 
Thieves have taken 3 
downspouts to date. 
Etcetera, etcetera.  Jim Harvey 
of Improvements LLC is 
analyzing the large elements of 
the Glen Mason Comprehensive 
Maintenance Plan and 
integrating it into a revised 
maintenance schedule.

E veryone has an estate no matter how large 
or small. An estate is defined as the fair 
market value of your property, to the extent 

of your interest in it, at the time 
of your death. This includes 
monetary assets such as stocks, 
bonds, mutual funds, bank 
accounts, life insurance, 
employee benefits, personal 
property such as furniture, 
jewelry, fine art, etc., and real  estate. Estate 
planning is the process of managing accumulated 
assets for the present and the future. It is a way to 
protect, preserve, and distribute your assets during 
your lifetime and upon your death. It is a way to 
provide for your family, for any unforeseen 
financial challenges, possible ill health, and on-
going medical care. The very practical process of 
estate planning can be a spiritual matter. Deciding 
what to do with all of your assets—those worldly 
things that you can’ t take with you—can be an 
affair of the soul and not just of the mind. Making 
an estate plan is an ideal opportunity to make a 
statement of your faith and provide support for 
your church for years to come. Estate planning can 
provide you with the means to leave a legacy of 
faith that will continue long after you’ve gone. 
 
For many people a will is the cornerstone of a well-
organized estate plan. By making a will you have 

an opportunity to share your assets among those 
people and organizations that have played an 
important role in your life. Through your will, you 

can also provide a lasting witness to 
the Gospel of Jesus Christ and the 
ministries of the church that have 
been important to you. For example, 
a charitable bequest can be included 
in your will to give a stated amount, 
a percentage of your estate, or a 

residual amount (after other bequests have been 
made) to your church, diocese or Episcopal-related 
organization. A bequest may also be a specific 
asset, such as personal property, or a trust created 
in a will. You might also want to consider 
establishing a life income gift, such as a charitable 
gift annuity, that would pay you income for the rest 
of your life while the designated charitable 
beneficiary would receive the remainder of the gift 
at your death. 
 
Your legal advisor will be instrumental in helping 
you finalize your plans. Your family members too 
can often help in the discussion and discernment of 
what you want to do. Estate planning gives you 
peace of mind and a sense of security. You know 
that you have taken the steps to provide for 
yourself, your loved ones, and your church now 
and in the future. Prayerful planning does indeed 
result in an estate of grace.

Occasionally for special business, special meetings of the 
Convention may be called.  In addition to attending the regular Annual Meeting and any special meetings of 
the Convention, delegates are expected to attend briefing meetings to discuss agenda items prior to the 
Annual Meeting.  Each parish, mission or institution in the diocese of Hawai‘ i is represented by its clerical 
order and by lay delegates proportional to the size of each congregation. †
