Backwards and Forwards

Architects, who completed a
fine Existing Conditions Report
for the cathedral buildings that
included prioritization of repairs
that we are following and a
recommendation to put together
a Comprehensive Maintenance
Plan to be followed for the next
decade to ensure that the
dollars we spend are, in fact,
long-lasting.

Jim Erickson, a very fine
stained-glass expert, did the
condition assessment of the 38
ground-floor side windows and
12 cinquefoils, complete with
color photography, and
discovered that Sister Albertina
(Window 8, on the Ewa side,
near the sacristy) was nearly
ready to collapse. He took out
the whole window, repaired and
restored it, fixed it so it would
open, and replaced it, all without
your much noticing, we® guess.
Several other windows are in
poorish condition, and we will
work on remediation as funding
permits. Sister Albertina is now
a very strong window that will
last many years. She didn®fit
her frame, was the problem,
and now she does.

The bell tower was
quite a tale. Chunks of concrete
were falling off the walls when
the bells were rung. The ringers
took a dim view of this,
wondering what was next.

Wiss, Janney, Elstner
engineering assessed the
problem twice, once for design
and strength of the structure in

relation to the weight of the bells
and fittings and again for
vibration when the bells were in
full peal. The bell tower got a
clean bill of health after some
relatively minor repairs. If this
had been a dog show, the St.
Andrew® Bell Tower would be
not only Best in Breed, Best in
Group, but Best in Show. Built
in 1912 without bells, it was built
as though they were already
there and merrily ringing. Truly
amazing.

Now the birds in the
belfry are quite another matter.
Not only do they defy all efforts
to keep them out of the cast-
concrete louvers in front (we are
installing interior steel mesh
grillwork), but they nest on the
top, raining debris down on the
heads of the ringers. We think
perhaps overhead netting similar
to that used to catch the football
after a field goal at Aloha
Stadium can be installed and
détente finally achieved.

The cathedral office
renovations in the Memorial
Building were also planned and
largely completed. The Bishop
moved upstairs, and all the
ground-floor offices were
reconfigured and reconstructed
for efficiency and safety. The
solarium was re-roofed and
water damage repaired. Father
Randy of St. Paul® moved into
the solarium space as part of the
reconfiguration.

Theater on a 5-year lease, have
done some fine improvements,
and are planning more. The
roof leaks badly, though (see
below).

The Von Holt Room re-
roofing was completed this year,
finally (some tiles got lost,
overboard, we presume, and it
took nearly forever). Now we
can tackle the inside.

We also trimmed trees
and got new wireless
microphones for better sound
inside the sanctuary.

And For Next Year...
2006 should be designated
another Year of the Roof. The
most critical item on the Glenn
Mason Architects list was the
complete re-roofing of Parke/
Tenney, which is already
seriously leaking in dangerous
places and cannot any longer be
effectively patched. Proposals,
costing and bids will be let in
early 2006, but we are worried
that we really need an
engineering assessment of the
drainage around the cathedral
before we begin the last roof.
Two relatively newly constructed
buildings in the vicinity may be
directing water towards the
cathedral foundations; the
playroom still puddles during
rains. We surely do need to
know what is going on before we

actually direct the drainage on
the Parke/Tenney roof project
and also the Davies Hall/Choir
Room renovation. But we lack
the funds to pay for the drainage
assessment because the roof
will cost so much. Re-roofing the
cloister next to Parke Chapel
has been completed.

Next in priority is re-
plastering the apse ceiling in
the cathedral. This will require
an entire week and cause a
huge mess. The altar will have
to be moved forward, the organ
pipes and console protected,
and a cherry-picker and
scaffolding moved in. The only
week without wedding re-
enactment bookings is early
December 2006, so we are
hoping to "King® X" that week
and "Just Do It." By careful
planning, we should be able to
accomplish the task, which will
require substantial repair to the
old water damage as well as re-
plastering. But we will look so
much better!

When the cherry-picker
is in place, we also hope to do at
least Phase Il of the stained-
glass assessment, the
clerestory windows, and, if we
can afford it, the assessment of
the Great West Window Wall
(Phase Ill). We can®fix the
bowing of the window wall in
relation to the rusting of the steel

until we know the whole
situation. Remediation on the
window wall will probably be
slated for 2007 or 2008,
depending on the condition.
Assessment of the windows in
Parke Chapel are underway.

The exterior lighting of
the cathedral will be completely
redone with new fixtures (the old
ones are no longer
manufactured), so we will look a
lot more like heaven on earth
than we currently do at night.
Also, a plan for replacing the
interior lighting will be made and
implementation phased in.

We will also work with
Glenn Mason Architects to
develop the Comprehensive
Maintenance Plan and begin to
implement it, begin to develop
the Disaster Plan for protecting
the cathedral, begin planning,
design and costing of the
Davies Hall renovation when
the Usage Plan has been given
to us, work on new fountains for
the St. Andrew Pool (leaving the
fish as statuary) and possibly
new apostles above the entry
door, and work on improving the
interior of the Von Holt Room.

We hope the year will be
productive and not at all
exciting.

Winterdance
By Gary Paulsen

This fantastic page-turner of a
book is bout the Iditarod dog sled
racein Alaska. The author, who
makes his living writing
children’s books, had had no
previous experience racing sled
dogs. Despitethis, he actually
entered the race with fifteen
dogs. What he didn’t know did
hurt him: helearned slowly and
through physically painful
experience.

The first half of the book, the
prelude to the race, takes place at
the author’ s home in northern
Minnesota, where he gradually
accumul ates fifteen dogs and
practices running them. His

mishaps are simultaneously
hilarious and frightening,
keeping the reader in a state of
amazement that heisstill alive
and able to get to Alaska.

The second half is al about the
race, from Anchorage to Nome,
1180 milesthrough all varieties
of terrain and all sorts of weather,
from blinding blizzards to
temperatures of 80 degrees below
zero. Just getting out of
Anchorage was a near disaster
for the author and his team.

What bothered him most,
however, was continuous lack of
deep. Before even one quarter of
the race was run, he seriously

contemplated quitting. Only his
dogs, who were obviously
enjoying the race, kept him
going. In his sleepless state he
began hallucinating. Helost a
pound of weight a day, devoting
so much care to his dogs that he
neglected himself. He actually
became so close in spirit to his
dogs, he felt he was one of them.

Seventeen days and fourteen
hours after leaving Anchorage
he arrived in Nome and told
waiting reporters, “1’m going to
come back and win this son of a
bitch!”
