others on the issues 
facing the Episcopal 
Church.  Together with 
other Consortium 

members, we here at St. 
Andrews strive to be a 
leading voice in 
proclaiming the Gospel 
and to be a powerful 
catalyst for Christian 
witness and social justice 
in the Episcopal Church 
and in the world. Being a 
part of the Consortium 
community helps us 
celebrate, inspire and 
equip our own parish 
leaders for effective 
leadership, stewardship 
and transformation in the 
Church and the world. 
 
In 2006, the 
Consortium’s conference 
will be held in 
Alexandria, VA, 
February 22-25th.

Diocesan Convention Delegate /Alternate:  The Convention 
is the general assembly of the Diocese of Hawai‘ i, and the Annual Meeting of 
the Convention is the session at which the issues concerning the Diocese as a 
whole are discussed and resolved.  The Annual Meeting of the Convention is 
normally 2 days in October of each year.  Occasionally for special business, 
special meetings of the Convention may be called.  In addition to attending the 
regular Annual Meeting and any special meetings of the Convention, 
delegates are expected to attend briefing meetings to discuss agenda items 
prior to the Annual Meeting.  Each parish, mission or institution in the diocese 
of Hawai‘ i is represented by its clerical order and by lay delegates 
proportional to the size of each congregation. †
