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Both the Advertiser and 
the Star Bulletin 
recently published 
articles about the level 
of volunteerism in 
Hawaii.  The study 
“ tracked the volunteer 
rates of participating 
individuals, their ages, 
hours, served, gender, 
race and ethnicity.”   
Further it looked at the 
type of activities 
performed.  The data 
was collected by the 

Bureau of Labor 
Statistics and the U.S. 
Census Bureau.  What 
the papers considered 
newsworthy was that of 
the fifty states, Hawaii 
ranked 44th with a 
volunteer rate of 
25.4%. The highest 
ranking state was Utah 
with 48%.   
 
The most interesting 
fact I noted was that 
“ the most committed 
age group was 
Americans 35-44 years 
old.”   Further, of the 
average of 34.5% of 
Americans who 
volunteered did 

volunteer so primarily 
through religious 
organizations.   
 
This gave me pause to 
think about the 
tremendous volunteer 
efforts so evident at St. 
Andrew’s, some of it 
largely unseen.  Have 
you ever thought of 
how our worship 
booklets are folded, 
collated and stapled?  
Or how the worship 
sheets and inserts from 
the previous week 
magically disappear 
and are replaced?  Do 
you realize that we

a fish farm, a 
flock of 
chickens, 
mosquito 
netting to protect a 
child from malaria,

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I ended 
the last 
article 
with 

some questions about the 
“multitude of ands”  that are 
before us here at St. Andrew’s. 
Picking up from there I would 
like to add a new word to the 
conversation; transformation. 
The thesaurus tells us 
transformation is a noun and that 
synonyms for it include, 
alteration, change, conversion, 
revolution, renovation, and 
makeover.  
 
I look at that list and find that 
the first two, alteration and 
change, and the last two, 

renovation and makeover, 
certainly describe much of the 
work that I and we have been 
involved with since coming to 
St. Andrew’s some twenty 
months ago. The physical 
transformation of the offices of 
the Cathedral and the Bishop as 
well as the Von Holt room is 
nearing completion. The 
reworking and reassigning of 
staff responsibilities continues to 
unfold. Chapter is continuing its 
work of organization. These are 
the outward signs that facilitate 
transformation.  
 
In an article in the May/June 
issue of Net Results, William T. 
McConnell writes, “ It is changed 
people, living lives impacted by 
God, that transform a church.”  I 
believe this describes the 
revolution that Jesus introduced 
to the world through the 
disciples. It is as each one of us 
deals with our own ongoing 
conversion by living into our 
baptismal promises that we 
participate in this revolution. 
 
Therefore I encourage each of 
you to: 

·     “continue in the apostles’  
teaching and fellowship, in 
the breaking of bread, and 
in the prayers”  

·     “persevere in resisting evil, 
and, whenever you fall into 
sin, repent and return to the

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Sixteen of us, primarily made up 
of St. Andrew’s Priory Alumnae, 
took a journey to Kauai between 
June 12-15, 2003, so we could 
experience the Mana and spirit 
that Queen Emma must have felt 
in 1871 as she gazed at the 
splendor of Kauai. 
 
In modern day living, all of us 
who traveled on this tour, can 
only “build our own scenarios”  
of those days long ago: we rode 
horseback on this trip, but, what 
did it mean compared to the 
Queen and her entourage having 
to go on horseback on rugged 
terrain? We walked a mile up the 
Kalalau Trail, the roughest we 
have ever gone; but, imagine the 
Queen on foot through 
unmarked trails! With our 
nimble and “ frozen”  fingers, we 
“serenaded” the Queen in spirit 
with our ukulele at Kokee State 
Park; it was nature at its best at a 
cool 4,000 foot elevation. We 
attended an Episcopal church 
service, a church that the Queen 
frequented and to whom she 
“gifted”  the congregation with a 
personally inscribed Chalice and 
Paten. We had the privilege of 
“seeing and touching”  and even 
entering, quietly and reverently, 
the summer home of Queen 
Emma at Lawai, very seldom 
open to visitors.  

Queen Emma’s summer home 
was once a retreat for her, a 
home overlooking the cliffs of 
Lawai Valley, cascading with 
the Queen’s 
favorite deep 
purple 
bougainvillea. 
Her home was 
initially 
described in the 
book Queen 
Emma and 
Lawai by David 
Forbes as “a 
large square frame with a 
thatched roof, with several 
outbuildings enclosed by a stone 
wall, with only a few struggling 
trees for shade. The surrounding 
area was in arid, stony pasture, 
suitable only for grazing.”  
 
The Queen had an interest in 
plants and in gardening – a 
“mania”  for planting things; and, 
as a result, beautified the 
resultant area around her home. 
She managed to have palms, 
monkey pod and Poinciana trees, 
made from parent stock grown in 
the Queen’s nursery on Queen 
Street in Honolulu or in her 
garden in Nuuanu Valley, sent to 
Lawai. With the construction of 
a ditch for water purposes, the 
Queen continued to request for 
plant slips: Lauae ferns, “Haole 

Lehua,”  rose apples, Kamani and 
Mango tree slips, bamboo, 
pandanus, bougainvillea, 
tamarind, kiawe! They are 

among the plants 
that are now found 
growing in the 
garden. 
 
In 1876, Queen 
Emma leased the 
land at Lawai to 
Duncan McBryde 
for a period of 15 
years, reserving 

her house lot. In 1886, after the 
Queen’s death, Mrs. McBryde 
bought the entire Ahupuaa for 
$50,000. Today the Queen 
Emma Cottage is carefully 
preserved and is in use as a 
guesthouse.  
 
A chant of praise to our 
memorable trip: Ua poni ka 
maka o ia pua la, noho hiehie I 
ka la au la Kaleleonalani he 
inoa la. “The face of that flower 
is anointed, to dwell in elegance 
amid the trees. Kaleleonalani, 
this is a name song.”  (He Lei No 
Emmalani: Chants for Queen
