Being disciplined means
developing a set of Holy Habits,
also caled aRule of Life.
Among the habits set out in the
Baptismal covenant are:
gathering regularly for worship;
praying; recognizing when we
are out of relationship and
asking forgiveness; proclaiming
our faith in word and deed,;
loving our neighbor; and
working for justice and peace.

The Holy Habit, one foundation
for al such habits, is cultivating
practices of generosity. This
practice becomes a sacred act as
we cultivate a commitment to
tithing, offering from the first
fruits of our laborsto God.
Many of the essential habits of
holy living are difficult for
contemporary Christians to
accept. Evangelism isone; we
sometimes refer to it asthe“E”
word. Tithing is another —the
“T” word.

Early in the Easter season we
heard a reading from the book of
Acts describing the generosity
and commitment of the members
of the early Christian community
[Acts 4:32-36]. Asthe church
grew beyond Jerusalem and
persecutions there caused great
hardship, Barnabas gathered
offerings from the Christiansin
Antioch to send for therelief of

community, and they represent
the Holy Habits we are called to
make central in our lives as
following of Jesus Christ.

Aswe renew our baptismal
vows, it istime to examine how
we can more deeply live asthe
Christians we are called to be.
Usually we talk about tithing in
the fall asthe annua stewardship
campaign begins, but now isthe
time to prepareto live into the
Holy Habit of Tithing through a
serious commitment to
considering what proportion we
might offer this year and how we
might grow that in the coming
year. Again from Networking,
the Rev. Kirk Kubicek suggested
thistime for prayer and
contemplation of our practice of
tithing: “Any new habit requires
discipline and community
support. It also requires a
community of faith that can hold
us each accountable, challenging
us to become the person God in
Christ createsusto be: God's
own beloved with whom God is
well pleased. Planting the seeds
of the Holy Habit of the Tithein
the spring will reap anew spirit
of faithfulness in the months and
years to come.

chaplets that, “hung like rings
for cupid’s doves to nestle on,”
provided a freshness and beauty
to the elegant British ceremony
combined with the regality of
ancient Hawaiian ritual. On the
tower, flags flapped in the soft
trade winds, giving the city a
holiday feeling. Long before the
ceremony, 500 guests flowed
into the church, with their
beautiful dresses, colors varied
and bright, with faces so
animated. The road from the
lolani Palace gates to the church
were laid down with rushes,
lined with soldiers and amost
3000 spectators in back of them
for aglance at the most
spectacular wedding.

Shortly after 11 am., the
bride, her parents and attendants
in flower-trimmed carriages
passed by the Palace. At the
same time, the Royal groom
with histrain of equipages
galantly “dashed out” and the
two “companies’ passed on their
way to the church. Asthe King
left the palace gate, the firing of
the royal salute started and kept
on “booming” until he reached
the church. A great part of the
spectators, from afeeling of
spontaneous loyalty, prostrated
themselves until their “forehead
touched the ground.” At the
same time, the Palace band
played, “God Save The King.”

At the chosen time of 11
am., Emmawalked down the
central aisle of the church on the
arm of her adoptive father, Dr.
Thomas Rooke. The future
gueen wore awhite silk robe,

heavy and lustrous, of Parisian
origin, trimmed with three
flounces richly embroidered; a
veil of Brussels point lace,
confined to her head by awreath
of roses and orange flowers
beautifully blended; her jewels, a
superb set of diamonds. The
Episcopal marriage, presided by
a Congregational missionary, the
Rev. Richard Armstrong, was
recited from the Book of
Common Prayer in both
Hawaiian and English. Of
interest is that the King forgot
the ring; however, the situation
was “saved” when a prominent
Government officia “pulled” a
ring from his finger and offered
it to the King. After the
ceremony, the newlyweds
returned to the Palace, where
they were hosted by the
Diplomatic and Consular Corps.
That evening aroyal ball
and supper was held for 500
guests. Supper tables were set
up in circular tents on the crisp
grass. Queen Emma changed to
an evening dress of airy fabric
lace, embroidered in white silk
and silver, interspersed with
marabou feathers, worn over an
under-dress of white satin. When
company dispersed, everyone
echoed, “Long live their
majesties!” | would suggest that
wetoo also raise our glassesin
honor of this Royal Couple,
King Kamehameha IV and
Queen Emma, on their 150"
wedding anniversary on June 19,
2006.
