How Many Does It Take. . ..

How many people does
it taketo put on a
service? A no-frills
service requires five lay
peoplein addition to the
clergy. But since Saint
Andrew’sisthe
cathedral church of the
diocese, we try to conduct our
services with a certain amount of
ceremonial dignity and flair.
Let’s use the 8:00 service of
October 22" as an example.

Not counting the three staff
members (priest, deacon and
organist/choir master), there
were 17 positions, in addition to
9 choir members that morning.
Eleven peoplefilled those 17
roles with some doing double or

triple duty during the

service. Whileitis
N physically possible for

one lector to do the
W four readings that lay
people are eligible to
read, it adds flavor and
richnessif four
different people read the
different lessons (onein English
and three in Hawaiian.)

One important person works
behind the scenes scheduling all
these roles with lay people who
aretrained in various ministries,
such as server, lectors,
Eucharistic ministers, etc. At
thistime, we have afew
positions where we need more
people to step forward saying

they are willing to serve or even
to lead groups such as ushers,
acolytes and lectors. If
worshipping by doing and being
part of making the service
happen is something that gives
you satisfaction, then please let
us know how you would like to
serve. With more volunteers, we
can spread out the
responsibilities more so they do
not weigh too heavily on afew.
Having volunteers who are
trained, allows us to conduct
services with smoothness and
richness of liturgy befitting a
cathedral church.

Asaresult, I'd like
to tell you about the Hawaiian
Christmas which our King
proclaimed 144 years ago, on
December 25, 1862! (1)

The first recorded Christmasin
Hawaii was on December 25,
1786, when Captain Nathaniel
Portlock of the King George and
Captain George Dixon of the
Queen Charlotte exchanged

Y uletide pleasantries with
Hawaiians at Waimea Bay,
Kauai. On Christmas eve, the
crew enjoyed roast pig and sea
pie and offered “ Christmas
libations in punch, mixed with
the juice of the coconut.” In the
intervening years, foreigners of
all backgrounds and religious
preferences introduced their own
religious customs and holidays.
King Kamehameha the Great
even celebrated Christmas evein
1817 with apa’ina held with an
English visitor on hisship in
Honolulu Harbor. (2)

specifically set forth in the Bible
should be celebrated. While
Thanksgiving in November, gift-
giving on New Year's Eve, and
feasting on the fourth of July
were observed by the
missionaries, Christmas
celebrations were considered a
Catholic ritua not condoned by
the Bible. Consequently, the day
of the Lord’ s birth was observed
with quiet prayer and “business
asusual.” The powerful
influence of the early missionary
church prevailed in Hawaii
through half a century despite
the later arrival of Catholics,
Methodists, and secular
Americans who were embracing

Finally, in 1862, King
Kamehameha IV openly
embraced the Anglican faith and
he and Queen Emmawere
confirmed on November 30,
1862. Embraced by their new
faith and influenced perhaps by
their love of “things’ British,
Their Royal Majesties felt the
church’s upcoming holy day
should be properly observed. So,
it cameto pass, by order of King

KamehamehalV, that December
25 finally became a nationa
holiday in the Kingdom.
Alexander Liholiho had
officialy given Christmasto
Hawaii. He decreed that it would
be aday of worship and
celebration and that henceforth,
all public offices would be
closed on Christmas. (4)

The first Hawaiian Christmas of
the temporary Anglican chapel
was gaily decorated with boughs
of kileka (cypress) and from the
palace gardens, other plants and
flowers. The King and Queen
also lent al of their silver
candelabrato the church, at least
a 1,000 candles “casting their
flaming shadows.” On
December 24 at 11:30 p.m., the
King and Queen joined other
Anglicans at the church in their
first Christmas eve service held
in Hawai’i. “The litany was first
softly chanted in Hawaiian; then
the Bishop and Clergy, with a
choir of twenty in surplices,
walked in procession round the
church singing “ Adestes
Fideles.” The Holy Communion
service commenced-choral
throughout. About thirty
received. After the consecration
of the elements, everyone sang
on their knees, the beautiful
hymn, “Thus we adore a hidden
savior.”

When the service ended at 1:00

The hero of this novel, Luther
Krank, is suddenly unable to
face the prospect of yet another
Christmas season with tree
shopping, meaningless gifts,
tipping, clutter and wrappings,
traffic and crowds, fruit cakes,
liquor and hams that no one
needed, Rudolph and Frosty,
office party and wasted money
(The year before, Christmas had
cost him more than $6,000.) So
he buys tickets for himself and
hiswife for aten-day cruiseto
the Bahamas, Jamaica and Grand
Cayman, departing at noon on
Christmas Day. He persuades

hiswife not to give her big
annual Christmas party on
Christmas Eve, warns all and
sundry not to send gifts or cards
to hisfamily, and is the only one
on his street not to install Frosty
the Snowman on his roof.

Then fate catches up with him.
His only daughter, Blair, phones
on Christmas Eve to say sheis
on her way home, accompanied
by her fiancé, a young Peruvian
man who is looking forward to
seeing areal American
Christmas.
