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Book Review by Ann Besenbruch

The Birth of a Nation
By Doris Faber and Harold Faber

Y ou may possibly think it odd,
but this history book for young
adultsis one of the most exciting
books | haveread in years. In
their preface the authors remind
us that the birth of our nation
was not easy. They go on to say:
“Who were the important figures
involved? How did they fashion
aworking government out of the
ideas and ideals set forth in the
Congtitution? What issues did
they face during the country’s
formative years? And the
country itself —what was it like
in those early days of the
American republic?’ 177 pages
of text follow in reply to those

guestions, at the
end of which the
reader is left
with a deep appreciation of what
these first Americans wrought.

The new republic was blessed
with anumber of accomplished
political figures: John Adams,
James Madison, Alexander
Hamilton, Thomas Jefferson,
John Jay, and of course George
Washington, the reluctant first
president, who came out of
retirement after the war to serve
his country for eight more years.
Without exaggeration,
Washington may be called the
glue which bed the new nation
together in atime when two
major political parties were

forming

and

fighting.

Incidentally, from 1791 through
1796 there were actualy three
yearsin which there was no
national debt, but rather a
surplus of money — and thiswas
long before the income tax was
invented.

The book concludes with a
useful chronology of events
taking placein thefirst eight
years of the country’s existence,
ending in March of the ninth
year with the inauguration of
John Adams as the second
president.
