      On October 5, 
2005, without warning 
during the early 
morning hours, a 
mudslide covered the 
Guatemalan town of 
Panabaj, on the edge of 
Lake Atitlan.  
Hundreds of 

Guatemalans were 
covered as they slept.  
Few were recovered.  
The hospital was 
partially buried and 
unusable.  No ER.  No 
patient-care housing.  
No surgical 
capabilities.  All was 
lost. 
      Guatemala is a very 
poor country.  The 
majority of the 
population is Mayan 
Indian.  Seventy-seven 
percent are illiterate.  
Guatemala has the third 
highest child mortality 
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 � ����� The Coming of the Holy Spir it�

rate in the Western Hemisphere.  
Most are farmers dependent on 
corn, beans, squash, and 
vegetable crops that sustain 
them.  In Panabaj all was lost. 
      This tragedy came to those 
Indians living on the slopes of a 
steep volcano.  Crops are dry-
farmed on steps cut out of the 
mountain slopes.  Corn is dried 
and eaten, and the stalks are 
dried and woven into fences and 
walls for their houses.  Sheet 
metal forms the roof.  The floor 
is dirt.  Water is carried in pots 
on their heads.  Cooking is over 
wood fires.   
      In the spring winds and 
rains, many infants die of 
bronchitis, flue or colds followed 
by pneumonia.  A bow on the 
door marks the loss of one of 
their family. 
      Five years ago I returned to 
the US after spending seven 
years in Guatemala.  My house 
was in a small community 
named San Pedro Las Huertas on 
the side of a volcano.  I was the 
only Caucasian.  I fell in love 
with the wonderful Mayan 

Indians of Guatemala.  Kilani 
Ventura and I will be returning 
again to spend a month with our 
friends in San Pedro. 
      Guatemala is one of the 
loveliest countries in Central 
America.  The many skills 
including weaving, wood 
carving and furniture making, 
leather shoe making, 
confections, and primitive art 
work is wonderful.  Further, 
there are more than a thousand 
wild varieties of orchids 
blooming in Guatemala. 
      You can see the story of the 
terrible night and read about 
their present needs on the web.  
Visit www.puebloapueblo.org to 
see photos of the Panabaj 
situation.  Our love expressed be 
our offering of a dollar a day for 
the fifty days of Easter can help 
many.

Godly Play in the Summer�
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            The Revolutionary War 
cost the lives of 25,000 Ameri-
cans, at that time 1% of the 
population, making it second 
only to the Civil War as the most 
costly war in our history.  To 
quote the author: “The war was a 
longer, far more arduous, and 
more painful struggle than later 
generations would understand or 
sufficiently appreciate ….. Espe-
cially for those who had been 
with Washington and who knew 
what a close call it had been at 
the beginning – how often cir-
cumstance, storms, contrary 
winds, the oddities or strengths 
of individual character had made 

the difference – the outcome 
seemed little short of a miracle.”  
            The author begins his 
story in the autumn of 1775 and 
ends it early in 1777, simply to 
tie up loose ends.  Between those 
two dates lies an action-packed 
narrative which starts in Boston, 
where a ragtag American army 
of 14,000 men opposed the pro-
fessional British army of 7,000 
men.  The Americans had no 
uniforms and were usually filthy.  
Washington was not an experi-
enced commander.  He warned 
Congress that he considered 
himself unequal to his command, 
but he realized that he was better 
suited for it than anyone else 
Congress had in mind. 

            The bulk of the book is 
devoted to two encounters with 
the enemy, the first at Boston in 
January, the next in the New 
York City area in the summer 
and the following winter.  The 
Declaration of Independence 
came in July, giving a boost to 
American morale.  To the aston-
ishment of many, the Continen-
tal Army actually won battles in 
and around Trenton in the winter 
of 1776.  The war would not end 
for a long time but the rebels had 
earned the respect of their ene-
mies by the end of 1776, thus 
gaining much needed self-
confidence.† 

“ In September 
1895, eight 
months after 
the Queen’s 
arrest and 
imprisonment 
at Iolani 
Palace, she 
was paroled 

and returned to her home, 
Washington Place, where she 
remained under house arrest.  Bishop 
and Mrs. Willis of St. Andrew’s 
Cathedral were among the first to 
call on Her Majesty to offer 
sympathy and support.  They visited 
often.  Later, Bishop Willis invited 

her to become a member of the 
Anglican Church and on May 18, 
1896, she was baptized and 
confirmed at St. Andrew’s 
Cathedral, where she remained an 
active member for the rest of her 
life.”
