followed 3 weeks later by the
German Club, with atasteful and
elegant Ball. Three dozen
Cantonese merchants decided,
that, in order to succeed in
mercantile trade and to
demonstrate loyalty to the
throne, they too needed to
present an extravaganza.

It was not the custom of the
Chinese to dance socidly;
therefore, these merchants
“trooped” to Field’s Dance Hall
to learn the waltz, polka, and
schottische, ET. AL. They were
quick to master the ballroom
dancing and even were ableto
collect $3700 from fellow
merchants for this spectacular
socia event scheduled for
November 13, 1856. They also
directed the chef at Canton Hotel
to roast 6 sheep and 150
chickens, while they themselves
prepared pastries and
sweetmeats for the gala event.

The Court House on Queen St.

was decorated with balloons and
flags of all nations, monstrous
spiders and dragons 3 feet in
length, and blossoms
everywhere “in the most flowery
style of the Flowery Kingdom.”
The dance cards werein
Cantonese; nobody, except the
Chinese, could understand the
names of the songs!

On the exciting evening, 1000
people from different racial
groups joined in the Celebration.
It was “the Ball of the Year!”
When the Royal Guests of
Honor arrived shortly after 9 p.
m., the hosts, in magnificent
Chinese gowns, formed along
reception line. After 14 dances,
supper was served from 3 tables
stretched across the adjoining
hall. Supper over, the guests
danced again. Although the party
went on until half past 4 in the
morning, the King and his party
left at 1 am.
