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At the sounding of the conch 
shell at 9:00 a.m. on Sunday, 
November 26, 2006, the 144th 
Anniversary of the confirmation 
of King Kamehameha IV and 
Queen Emma will be celebrated 
at St. Andrew’s 
Cathedral as well 
as at all other 
parishes through-
out the Episcopal 
Diocese of Ha-
waii. It should be 
noted that al-
though this Royal 
Couple was actu-
ally confirmed on November 28, 
1862, the event is celebrated 
each year on the Sunday closest 
to this date. The date of Novem-
ber 28 was selected because of 
its 20-year celebration of the ac-
knowledgement by England and 

France of the Kingdom of Ha-
waii’s independence. 
 
What was the confirmation ser-
vice like 144 years ago? 
“Memories From My Calabash”  

will recreate that 
elaborate event, based 
on the writings of 
Rianna Williams, 
Gothic Splendor; 
Katharine Shirley 
Thompson, Queen 
Emma and the 
Bishop; The Right 
Rev. Thomas Staley, 

Five Years Church Work in the 
Kingdom of Hawaii; and, The 
Right Rev.  Henry Restarick, 
Hawaii, 1778-1920 From the 
Viewpoint of a Bishop. 
 
“The King and Queen were con-
firmed as charter members in a 
temporary facility, an abandoned 
Methodist Church at Kukui 
Street and Nu’uanu Avenue. The 
church was filled with flowers, 
the altar vested in white, lit with 
dozens of candles. Long before 
the ceremony began, one-third of 
the church was reserved for 
members of the Court, House of 
Nobles, and Consular Body; an-
other 1/3 for the regular congre-
gation; and the remaining 1/3 for 
the native population. The street 
was occupied by His Majesty’s 
troops-the calvary, infantry and 
rifle volunteers, along with hun-
dreds anxious to view the cere-
monies.”   
 
“At the appointed time of 10:30 

a.m., the procession entered the 
church at the West Door, con-
sisting of the choir of native 
boys and men, vested in sur-
plices, and the Bishop and 
clergy. At the same moment, the 
sounds of the National Anthem 
announced the approach of Their 
Majesties; and Bishop Staley, 
attended by his chaplain, the 
Rev. G. Mason, received the 
King and Queen, who knelt 
down, with the Bishop giving 
them his blessing. Their Majes-
ties were then led to their seats. 
Queen Emma wore a white mus-
lin dress, high-necked, long 
sleeves, with a long white crepe 
veil held in place on her head by 
a wreath of white jasmine. The 
King was dressed in full uni-
form.”  
 
“The service began with the Lit-
any, chanted in Hawaiian, the 
choir responding in harmony. 
The litany ended, the clergy and 
choir regrouped in the Vestry, 
and the procession entered the 
church, chanting the 19th psalm. 
Their Majesties then left their 
seats and stood in front of the 
altar. The address was read by 
the Rev. G. Mason; the Bishop 
having put the question, their 
majesties replied in clear voices; 
all kneeling, the Bishop said the 
prayers; the congregation was 
asked to spend a few moments in 
silent prayer; the congregation 
then rose and sang the Veni 
Creator over Their Majesties, 
who remained kneeling. The

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Bishop then confirmed the King 
and Queen, and followed by the 
delivery of an impressive ad-
dress. Their Majesties were 
deeply affected and so were the 
people. Many shed tears of joy 
and thankfulness when they saw 
their beloved Sovereign and his 
Consort kneeling before the al-
tar, and under the consecrated 
hands of their Bishop. Before the 
Blessing, the 100th Psalm was 
sung; after the service was over, 
the King and Queen were es-
corted outside by the Bishop and 
they returned to Iolani Palace, 
with the band playing as before 
and to the sounds of guns firing 
a royal salute. The following 
Sunday, the first in Advent, 
Their Majesties took their first 
communion.”   

 
“One elderly chief, who speaks 
no English, remarked to his son 
after the service that, “ If a man 
did not know English, or even if 
he were deaf, still he might un-
derstand all that was passing be-
fore him from what he saw.”  In a 
letter from Honolulu to friends 
in England, dated Dec. 1, 1862, 
“at the Evensong that same day, 
the church was crowded with na-
tives, after which a Te Deum 
was sung in the native language 
as the closing act of this happy 
and important day. ‘May it be 
blessed to Their Majesties as 
well as to the country, will ever 
be the prayer of us all, and I 
think our kind friends at home 
will join in this intercession!’ ”
