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Book Review by Ann Besenbruch

Let Me Go

by Helga Schneider

This book measures
5x71/2 inches and is a mere 166
pageslong. Onitscoverisa
demure picture of the author at
age four. Nothing warns the
prospective reader of the
harrowing tale it contains. The
entire book describes atwo or
three-hour visit the author pays
to her mother in a nursing home
inViennain 1998. Itisthefirst
time in many years that she has
seen her mother, and she is most
reluctant to do so even now.

We learn that her mother
deserted the family in 1941 to
jointhe Nazi SSasaguardin

concentration campsin
Auschwitz, Birkenau, and
Ravensbriick. At thelast one
she was in charge of a correction
unit responsible for torturing the
inmates. Her daughter,
understandably repulsed by her
mother’s Nazi affiliations, would
much rather not renew her
relationship with her mother but
is persuaded to do so by friends
who remind her that the old lady,
now in her late eighties, hasn’'t
much longer to live.

During the visit we learn
that the mother is an unrepentant
Nazi who still blames the Jews

for al of

Germany’s problems. She even
insists that she did not regret
throwing Jewish babies into the
crematoriums, because then they
wouldn’'t grow into Jewish
adults and cause more trouble
for Germany. Her daughter,
horrified, breaks off the visit at
lunchtime, promising to return
the next day. Sherealizes,
however, that thisisthe last visit
she will ever make and
deliberately liesto her mother in
order to keep the peace. Her
mother died in 2001 1
