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All Saints Sunday, 
celebrated this year on 
6 November, is one of 
four central baptismal 
feasts during the 
church year – the 
others being Feast of 
the Baptism in January, 
the Great Vigil of 
Easter and Pentecost 
Sunday.  One child will 
be baptized into our 
Cathedral family at the 
10:00 a.m. service this 
year, and we will all 
renew the vows and 
promises of our 
baptisms at all services 
that Sunday.   
 
The Baptismal 
Covenant is an 
important statement of 
our faith and our 
commitment to follow 
Jesus Christ.  In the 
first section of the 
Covenant, we renew 
our commitment to 
God who is known to 

us as ka Makua or “ the 
Elder,”  as ke Keiki or 
“ the Child,”  and ka 
Uhana Hemolele or 
“Holy Spirit.”   This 
belief forms the center 
of our faith because 
God is there in the 
wisdom of the elder, 
the playfulness of the 
child, and the eternal 
spark of the Spirit.  The 
second section of the 
Covenant contains five 
promises which 
provide us the roadmap 
for our journey with 
God as we love God 
and serve all God’s 
creatures and the 
magnificent creation 
that spins forth from 
God’s very being.  
These promises take 

the form of questions 
asked by the presider to 
which you are asked to 
respond in the 
affirmative, “ I will, 
with God’s help.”    
 
Some years ago, a 
seminarian gave me a 
copy of a revision of 
the promises in the 
Covenant that she had 
written.  She believed it 
was important for 
people to be more 
engaged with the 
content of the 
baptismal promises 
than simply assenting 
to the questions.  
Instead, she had the 
people respond to

questions by stating how they 
were actually going to live 
according to their faith in Jesus 
Christ.  I have played with her 
format and further revised the 
text as follows: 
 
Presider  How will you remain 
faithful to these things you 
believe? 

People     With God’s help I will 
continue in the apostles’  
teaching and fellowship, in the 
breaking of the bread, and in the 
prayers. 

Presider  How will you respond 
to temptation and failure? 

People     With God’s help, I 
will persevere in resisting evil, 
and, whenever I fall into sin, 
repent and return to the Lord. 

Presider  How will you share 
about God and Christ with the 
World? 

People     With God’s help, I 
will proclaim by word and 
example the Good News of God 
in Christ. 

Presider  How will you show 
others you are a disciple of 
Jesus and a member of the 
Body of Christ? 

People     With God’s help, I 
will seek and serve Christ in all 
persons and love my neighbour 
as myself. 

Presider  How will you be a 
steward of God’s world, caring 
for all God’s created ones? 

People     With God’s help, I 
will strive for justice and peace 
among all people and will 
respect the dignity of every 
human being. 

 

Take time to read this statement 
of the Christian vocation to 
which you are called by our 
baptisms.  Note that you cannot 
keep these promises by yourself.  
The baptismal covenant 
presumes that you are a part of 
the fellowship of other 
Christians where you learn, 
worship and pray together.  Your 
Christian vocation does not end 
when you leave the comfortable 
fellowship of your fellow 
Christians or go out the church 
doors.  It lives in everything you 
do, in all your relations with 
others.  We cannot hide away 
our Christian identity under the 
clothes of our daily lives.  In our 
baptisms we are branded with 
the sign of the cross and sent out 
into the world to live 
accordingly.  The promises we 
make in the Covenant help us to 
know how to be Christ like in all 
the daily places of our lives.   
 
During the final month of the 
church’s calendar year, we are 
refreshed by the reminder that 
the community of saints in this 
world and in heaven supports us 
in all we do.  In our patronal 
festival we are inspired by our 
patron saints, King 
Kamehameha IV and Queen 
Emma, whose work continues in 
the religious, educational and 
health communities of our 
islands.  As we give thanks for 
all the saints, may we be inspired 
for our own ministries.

The river of water flowing over 
the Tenney Theater roof during 
late October©s heavy downpours 
found its way into new and 
unwelcome channels, leaking 
mightily into the interior 
backstage area.  We began re-
roofing the cloister roof, by 
Parke Chapel, on October 31, 
but the Tenney roof is not in 
focus for re-roofing until 2006.  
A band-aid fix is being devised, 
and many prayers are needed to 
direct the heaviest rainfall to the 
roofs we have already replaced 
(most of the Cathedral 
buildings) and not to fresh 
crevices in Tenney. 

Speaking of Tenney.... Honolulu 
Theater for Youth, our new 
tenant in Tenney for the next 5-
years, has been working with 
Bill Brooks at Ferraro Choi (he 
did facade work for Hawaii 
Theatre, among others) to 
design a historically compatible 
entrance, and several sketches 
were shown to the B & G 
Committee at their October 
meeting for feedback.  All the 
designs (exterior only) are open 
and non-permanent and would 
make that end of the Cathedral 
campus very much more 
beautiful.  It is a little bare-
looking right now.  Also in their 
dreams are lowering the stage 
and creating a retractable thrust-
stage component, and installing 

alterations recommendations 
based on the work done by 
Glenn Mason Architects is 
awaiting the drainage 
engineering assessment; we©d 
rather not have surprises.  

Stained Glass. Phase I 
(assessment of the 38 ground-
floor nave and apse windows) is 
complete, as is repair of the 
most critical window.  Other 
phases will involve all the rest 
of the windows, including the 
clerestories, the windows in 
Tenney and Davies, and the 
Great West Wall. 

Memorial Building 
Offices, Ground Floor. 
Momentum slowed just a bit 
owing to a fractious telephone 
cable, which has now been 
buried in conduits.  Open 
workspace is being planned for 
the area between the dean’s new 
office and where the current, but 
temporary, Communications 
Office is.  Thanksgiving 2005 is 
still the target date. 

Flora and Fauna, etc.  
The three olive trees by Davies 
are being removed because they 
are an active threat to the 
foundation of the building and 
one has bees (once you have a 
hive in a hollow tree, you 
always have a hive, apparently); 
the St. Andrew©s entrance pool 
copper fish are awaiting the pool 
report (some spout, others don©t, 
you may recall), and the 
question of adding two apostles 
to the six above the entrance 
door awaits costing.
