I have just begun 
reading a book by an 
acquaintance of mine, 
Tony Robinson, called 
Common Grace: How 
to be a Person and 
Other Spiritual 
Matters. Because I 
have enjoyed his other 
writings and teachings 
and because he sent it 
to me, for free, I 
thought I should read 
it. 
 
In the fourth chapter he 
talks about his 
experience of being 
pastor of a church in 
Honolulu.

We need to 
really be patient with 
others when things do 
not go exactly as we 
would have them go. 
We need to practice 
loving our neighbors 
and ourselves and our 
God.

October 2006 promises to be 
another great milestone in the 
life of our Episcopal Church as 
we prepare to select our 5th 
Diocesan Bishop of Hawaii. 
Whom do we seek? This is the 
question raised by the Diocesan 
Search Committee’s third hand-
out, “ Change: Bishops in 
Hawaii.”  According to the 
Profile, we want to call 1) a 
skillful manager of people and 
resources; 2) a 
visionary 
planner for the 
Diocese; 3) a 
pastor to 
clergy; and, 4) 
a person 
formed by 
scripture and 
prayer. I don’ t 
believe anyone would disagree 
with the criteria as it has been 
reflected in the choice of our ten 
(10) Bishops since 1861 through 
2006. 
 
So, let’s look at a cameo “shot”  
of our Bishops. I’ ve been 
reading our first Missionary 
Bishop’s account of his Five 
Years’  Church Work in the 
Kingdom of Hawaii. Bishop 
Thomas Staley served as Bishop 
from 1861-1870. When he first 
arrived in Hawaii, he found 
“political feeling running very 
high between the American and 
English residents.”  Yet, he is 
credited with the establishment 
of Holy Innocents and St. 
Andrew’s Cathedral in 1862; 
Good Shepherd, 1866; and 

Christ Church, Kealakekua in 
1867. 
 
By all accounts, our 2nd 
Missionary Bishop, Alfred 
Willis, performed well in his 
position.  Life wasn’ t easy 
between 1872-1902; but, he 
developed five(5) churches: St. 
Augustine, 1882; St. Peter’s, 
1886; St. Columbo’s, 1887; St. 
Clement’s, 1897; and, St. John’s 
Kula, 1900. 

 
I knew Bishop Henry B. 
Restarick much better 
than the previous two (2) 
Bishops. I saw Bishop 
Restarick every day (his 
picture, that is) as I 
went to classes in 
Restarick Hall at St. 
Andrew’s Priory. 

Besides, he wrote a book which I 
very much enjoyed, Hawaii 
1778-1920 from the Viewpoint 
of a Bishop. Bishop Restarick is 
the “savior,”  who, in 1902, 
provided the Hawaiians with 
their own organization, allowing 
the Hawaiian Congregation to 
grow in the number of 
communicants and in pledges, 
offerings, and endowments. He 
also is responsible for having 
developed St. Mary’s in 1902; 
Holy Apostles and St. Luke’s, 
1903; St. Elizabeth’s, 1904 and 
St. Mark’s, 1908. 
 
Unfortunately, I never had the 
pleasure of  knowing Bishop 
John Lamothe or Bishop Samuel 
Littell, our 4th and 5th Missionary 
Bishops who served a combined 

total of 21 years between 1921 
and 1942. During this period, 
more churches flourished, 
including Epiphany, 1911; St. 
James’ , 1912; All Saints’ , 
Kapaa, 1924; St. John’s By the 
Sea, 1930; Good Samaritan, 
1931; St. John’s, Eleele, 1940; 
and Christ Memorial, Kilauea, 
Kauai, 1941. 
 
I am most familiar with our last 
Missionary Bishop, the 6th one 
in the Hawaiian Islands, Harry 
Sherbourne Kennedy, who 
“ reigned” from 1944 to 1969. I 
practically grew up with Bishop 
Kennedy’s five (5) sons, 
especially my contemporary, 
Father David Kennedy, while he 
was at our brother school, 
Iolani, and I was at our sister 
school, St. Andrew’s Priory. 
What a wonderful, wonderful 
manager, visionary planner, 
pastor, and a “scriptural”  person 
Bishop Kennedy was – a most 
kind and gentle individual. 
During this period, many 
churches “grew in leaps and 
bounds:”  St. Christopher’s, St. 
Stephen’s, 1945; St. George’s, 
1947; Holy Nativity, St. Paul’s, 
Kekaha, 1948; St. Matthew’s, 
1949; Calvary, Kaneohe, 1951; 
Grace Church, Holy Cross, St. 
Timothy’s, 1953; St. Philip’s, 
1956; St. Barnabas (closed 
2002), 1957; St. Paul’s, 
Honolulu, 1959; Emmanuel, 
Resurrection, Waikiki Chapel 
(decommissioned 2001), 1960; 
St. Michael’s and All Angels,

1963; and, St. Jude’s, 1967. 
 
Although I have no knowledge 
of the 1st Bishop Suffragan, 
Bishop Charles Gilson, I do 
know that he served as Bishop 
from 1961-1967. 
 
The 2nd Bishop Suffragan, the 1st 
Bishop of Hawaii, the 7th Bishop 
in the Hawaiian Islands, and the 
1st Native Hawaiian Bishop of 
the Episcopal Church, USA, E. 
Lani Hanchett, served from 
1967-1975. My family 
remembers Bishop Hanchett 
well as he baptized our two 
children and confirmed 
Hartwell, the Kupuna of our 
household, in 1970. In 1973, 
Trinity Church By-The-Sea 
became a reality. 
 
We all know of Bishop Edmond 
Lee Browning, our 2nd Bishop of 
Hawaii and the 8th Bishop in the 
Hawaiian Islands. How proud 

we were when after nine (9) 
years with us, he became our 
Presiding Bishop in 1985. In 
The First People’s Theology 
Journal, June 2006, author 
Owanah Anderson (Choctaw) 
describes “ the Browning years 
as a Time of New Pathways.”  
His 12-year pilgrimage as 
Presiding Bishop will always be 
remembered for what can be 
described as an “unprecedented 
attention to Native American 
Ministry.”  
 
The Rt. Rev. Donald Hart was 
the 3rd Bishop of Hawaii, serving 
in this capacity from 1986-1994. 
 
What will be the legacy of our 
4th and current Bishop Richard 
S.O. Chang, who has been at the 
helm of the Episcopal Diocese of 
Hawaii, our 1st Chinese 
American Bishop, since 1997? I 
would like to propose that 
Bishop Chang will be 

remembered especially for 
being “a skillful manager of 
people and resources; a 
visionary planner for the 
Diocese; a pastor to clergy; and, 
a person formed by scripture 
and prayer.”  With his abiding 
love for his congregation and 
his skills and talent as the Good 
Shepherd, Bishop Chang has 
led the Diocese to the Promised 
Land, free of a four million 
dollar debt by the end of 2005.  
 
On 10/20/06, at 9 a.m., our 
chosen delegates will be voting 
for the 5th Bishop of Hawaii. 
“Who will be the Bishop called 
to lead through the changes of 
the next decade?” On March 10, 
2007, our elected Bishop will 
become the new Bishop; and 
our Bishop Chang will bid 
Aloha and “move into”  a well-
deserved retirement!
