Divorced, Beheaded, Survived

On the cover of her book
the author characterizesit asa
feminist reinterpretation of the
wives of Henry VIII. Anditis
about the lives of these six
women, plus afew chapters on
historical background.
Nevertheless, Henry dominates
the book. The author
vehemently dislikeshim. She
writes: “He was aman unlike
other men, better than other men,
aman chosen by God to have
everything he wanted... Henry
merited not only salvation in the
next life, but complete
gratification in thisone.” His

extreme egotism or suffered the
conseguences.

Actuadly, Henry
beheaded only two of hiswives.
Hisfirst wife, Catherine of
Aragon, died of along illness.
His second, Anne Boleyn,
mother of the future Queen
Elizabeth, was beheaded along
with several young men accused
of being her lovers. Histhird,
Jane Seymour, succumbed to
puerpera fever after bearing his
only son. The death of his
fourth wife, Anne of Cleves, is
not mentioned in the book.
Kathryn Howard, hisfifth wife,

fever.

My favorite wife was the
commonsensical Anne of
Cleves. Henry had sent the
Flemish artist Hans Hobein to
Clevesto paint her portrait, and
when he saw the portrait he
agreed to marry her. But when
he saw her in the flesh, he
declared her ugly, not like the
portrait at all. Nevertheless, he
married her but did not
consummate the marriage. She
was gqueen of England afew
months until Henry had their

wives learned to deal with this

finally his sixth wife, Katherine
Paar, remarried after Henry’'s
death and died of puerperd

marriage annulled. Then, with a
guaranteed income from Henry,
she live on happily in London,
befriending Henry’s children. T

We®e Got Our Work Cut Out
for Us (No Kidding!) Based on
the recommendations of the
Glenn Mason Architects and
other existing conditions reports,
apreliminary plan of work
through 2008 has been proposed
by the Building and Grounds
(B&G) Committee:

2005: Finish the

renovation of offices on the
ground floor of the Memoria
Building and re-roof its cloister,
finish the Von Holt roof, and
create a comprehensive on-going
Maintenance Plan for al the
Cathedral buildings. Records
storage in the officesis being
waterproofed and fireproofed.

2006: Re-roof Tenney
Theater (which will finish the
Memoria Building) including
relocation of A/C unitson the
roof, replaster itemsin the
Cathedral interior identified in
the Mason assessment, including
the apse ceiling and organ
doorway (selection and costing
are underway), continue the
stained glass window assessment
and repairs (Window 8is
underway), begin re-working the
exterior lighting, and initiate
planning for the future usage of
Davies Hall, without which
renovation plans cannot be
made. The usage plan for
Daviesis outside the purview of
B& G and must involve much
dedicated and timely thought by
others.

2007: Repair the front
stained glass window curtain
wall (the steel framing is rusting
and bowing), design and bid the
Davies Hall renovation.

2008: Renovate Davies

Hall.

Not yet placed on the
timeline is the renovation of the
St. Andrew pool and fountains;
the John Groark report is
expected this quarter.

The Katrina-Rita Effect. A
Disaster Readiness Plan is being
formulated, and the B& G
recommendations of areasto be
addressed are: (1) the protection
of the stained glass windows in
the sanctuary from wind and
flying objects--plywood?
shutters? cost? storage?
installation?-- (2) security of the
bells (3) maintenance of the trees
and roof shinglesto minimize
damage due to wind (4)
protection of the organ and
pianos (5) condition and security
of the choir room, sacristy,
storage areas, and electrica
rooms, (6) safety of the font, (7)
protection and utility of the
generators and kitchens, (8)
property drainage, (9) overall
security against damage, and
(10) safety and survival of
records and data, archives and
computers. Plans would be
affected by whether all or part of
St. Andrew®would be available
as ashelter or completely closed.
