this tragedy.  It is a

              “Caregivers are truly 
unsung heroes!”  Two recent 
incidences 
highlight this idea.  
In the first 
situation, I 
received a 
telephone call one 
late Sunday 
afternoon from a 
90-year old 
caregiver who was desperate 
for help but frightened. He had 
read in Ka’Upena about the 
Caregivers’  Conference and 
hoped that I could “please, 
take my wife somewhere else 
immediately. I cannot handle 
her anymore!”  After much 
discussion, I offered to refer 
him to several 24-hour 
community resources, 
including his wife’s social 
worker; I offered him pastoral 
counseling right away. None 
satisfied him, except he was 

now most wanting to speak to a 
particular clergy. The number was 

given to him; I 
have no idea 
what happened 
thereafter. 
            The 
second 
situation 
occurred in my 
face-to-face 

contacts with as many 
congregants as I could reach 
either before or after the church 
services two Sundays ago. My 
intent was to ensure that they 
knew about the Caregivers’  
Conference on September 24th and 
to invite them to attend. What I 
encountered were varying 
attitudes when they heard the 
word “caregiving.”  It ranged from 
indifference to outright anger to 
lack of knowledge about what 
“caregiving”  means to a “matter-
of-fact”  response. I was so happy 

when I met more congregants 
with a positive attitude than not. 
            So, let me again invite 
everyone to come and hear some 
quality presenters at our 
Caregivers’  Conference on 
September 24th. Registration 
starts at 8:00 a.m. in the Von 
Holt Room. Stay for lunch; hear 
“conversations with Caregivers”  
until 2:30 p.m. The Outcome?
