Below are several questions based upon Sunday, September 21st  message and our book.  You are encouraged to select the questions from below that you think will best serve your small group.  Please, be sure to encourage your group to take question 10 and individually reflect and pray about it this coming week.








1.	Do you agree with Gracism author, David Anderson, “In North America everyone has some sort of dot of distinction.” (p.19)  Why or why not?





2.	What evidence do you see that dotism still exists because sin exists, or that there are still walls of separation between people?





3.	Can you describe a time when you felt someone had put a dot on you in your interaction and/or relationship with them?  How did it affect you and the interaction? 





4.	Gracism is promoted as a Biblical response to conflicts of race and culture.  Do you agree or disagree?  Explain.





5.   Discuss the differences between favor and favoritism in light of James 2:1-10.





6.  Can you think of a time when you experienced favor? (You were included in a positive way with others) How did you feel?  How did you respond to those around you?  Same questions for favoritism. (You were included as others were excluded) Explain.





7.	How have you been successful at reaching across ethnic lines and racial/cultural borders and lending assistance and extra grace to those who are different, on the fringe, and/or marginalized?  Why or why not?





8.	On page 38 of our book the author has a local pastor asking questions about his church; read that passage and discuss as though it is LGCC that is the church.





9.	Do you agree that dotism (walls of separation) are a stumbling block to evangelism?  Explain.





10.	Personal reflection – Who/ What people groups do you put dots on?  Will you let God bring you to repentance?  Will you be intentional and get to know someone who is “different” than you?
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
