The next
Georgia Presbyterian Cursillo is
October 26-27 at Camp Pinnacle
in the beautiful mountains of
North Georgia just outside of
Clayton (visit
wWww.geor giapresbyteriancursill
o.com) or talk to any of the
growing number of Eastminster
members who are participating.

Each year, over the first weekend
in July, Presbyterians for
Renewal hold the Christian Life
Conference at Montreat. This
year twelve of us from EPC were
among the eleven hundred
Presbyterians from across the
southeast who enjoyed the
opportunity for spiritual growth.
Our speakers were two of the
best in the PC(USA): Dr. Craig
Barnes and Dr. Andrew Purvis
of Pittsburgh Presbyterian

Seminary. Craig Barnes, pastor
of Shadyside Presbyterian in
Pittsburgh (and formerly sr.
pastor of National Presbyterian
in Washington, D.C.) told us that
Andrew Purvis is our
denomination’s greatest living
theologian. It was during one of
Andrew’ s sermons that we sensed
a powerful visitation from God
that almost made the hair stand
up on the back of your neck. You
may hear a clip of an interview
with Andrew Purvis concerning
the Trinity Paper on the PFR
website’s audio section at
pfrenewal.org. The 2007
Conference will feature Dr. John
Ortberg who wrote “ If You Want
to Walk on Water, You've Got to
Get Out of the Boat.”
