THE OBSTINATE TOY SOLDIERS

With the coming of Christmas each year, | always turn to one of my favorite sections of C. S. Lewis
from Mere Christianity where he describes the meaning of the Incarnation in a way that returns me
to my childhood imagination. Allow me to share it with you.

"Did you ever think when you were a child, what fun it would be if your toys could come to life? Well
suppose you could really have brought them to life. Imagine turning a tin soldier into a real little man.
It would involve turning the tin into flesh. And suppose the tin soldier did not likeit. He is not interested
in flesh: all he seesisthetinis being spoilt. He thinks you are killing him. He will do everything he can
to prevent you. He will not be made into a man if he can help it.

What you would have done about that tin soldier 1 do not know. But what God did about us was this.
The Second Person in God, the Son, became human Himself: was born into the world as an actual man-
-a real man of particular height, with hair of a particular color, speaking a particular language,
weighing so many stone. The Eternal Being, who knows everything and who created the universe,
became not only a man but (before that) a baby, and before that a fetus inside a Woman's body. If you
want to get the hang of it, think how you would like to become a slug or a crab.

The result of this was that you now had one man who really was what all men were intended to be: one
man in whom the created life, derived from His Mother, allowed itself to be completely and perfectly
turned into begotten life. The natural creaturein Himwas taken up fully into the divine Son. Thusin one
instance humanity had, so to speak, arrived: had passed into the life of Christ. And because the whole
difficulty for usis that the natural life has to be, in a sense, 'killed’, He chose an earthly career which
involved the killing of his human desires at every turn--poverty, misunder standing from His own family,
betrayal by one of His intimate friends, being jeered at and manhandled by the Police, and execution by
torture. And then after being thus killed--killed every day in a sense--the human creature in Him,
because it was united to the divine Son, came to life again. The Man in Christ rose again: not only the
God. That is the whole point. For the first time we saw a real man. One tin soldier--real tin, just like the
rest--had come fully and splendidly alive."

As Paul Harvey isfond of saying, "Now, you know the rest of the story."

KATRINA MISSION TRIPS

From the time Katrina hit the Gulf Coast more than one year ago, your
church has been on the front line, working to help people devastated by
the storm. An initia trip to Long Beach, Mississippi, to evaluate how
we could help was made by Lee Wiltbank, Randy Sherman and Frank
Byrd. They reported back to us and a work team was formed to head to
Mississippi in November of 2005. Teams went back on this project
during January of 2006 and again in March of 2006. Due to some
structura issues with the property we have been rehabbing, work has
been suspended until those are resolved.

During this down time, the Session authorized the redirection of the
Katrina effort to New Orleans. A team worked in New Orleans
rehabbing a home of a 70 year old lady who has been living with
relatives and in a FEMA trailer for more than ayear. The team restored
the walls of this home and now it is close to being finished so it can be
occupied.

Additionally members of Eastminster have supported the Katrina effort
by participating in fund raisers and through contributions to the Katrina
relief fund. As a church we have joined together to help resolve this
tragic situation.

The work has been hard and challenging, but the fellowship among those
on the trips has been outstanding. All have had a good time, have
enjoyed each others company and discovered the meaning of Christian
community. All in al we are keenly aware of our relationship with God
which we celebrate in our relationships with Him, with our Christian
brothers and sisters and in the work we do to help another.

CHRISMONS AND POINSETTIAS

Eastminster Presbyterian Church is preparing for the Advent season.
We will be working Saturday, November 25", to put up the many green
decorations. The following Saturday, December 2™, we will complete
the Christmas decorations. The Chrismon tree will be ready for the
children to decorate Sunday, December 3¢

Are you familiar with Chrismons? Ours were made a few years ago for
our church by the ladies of the church under the leadership of Carol
Lewis and Jane Merry. Back in the 1950s, some of the Christian
churches began decorating their trees with symbols that combine the
words “Christ” and “monogram”. Among the first Chrismon was the
“chi” “rho”, two letters of the Greek alphabet. These are the first two
letters in cristos as found in the Greek New Testament. Other symbols
can aso be used such as the five pointed star, or the triangle, which
comes in many varieties and is the symbol of the Triune God, the
Trinity. There are many types of crosses that can also be made to
decorate the tree. Some churches make their Chismons with gold or
pearl beads and some embroider symbols and add the handwork to balls
covered with cloth.

Thisyear, we want all children to come to the front of the church during
the service on December 3® with a parent to help them put the
Chrismons on the tree. We will be grateful for the help of the parents at
both services so, please, accompany your children when they come
down.

We all look forward to the poinsettias that we bring into the church at
Christmas time. If you are interested in the history of that plant,
William Prescott named the plant, poinsettia, for Joe Roberts Poinsett
who was the first United States Ambassador to Mexico, being
appointed by President Andrew Jackson in the 1820s. In 1828, Poinsett
found a beautiful shrub with large red flowers growing next to the road
in Mexico. He brought some cuttings back to a greenhouse in South
Carolina. Even though Poinsett had an outstanding career as a United
States Congressman and as an Ambassador, he will aways be
remembered for introducing the poinsettia into the United States.

SQUARE DANCING?
WHAT IS IT AND WHAT@& IT ALL ABOUT?

Square Dancing is the principa form of American Folk Dancing. To traditional string band music and the
prompting of a caller, four couples, arranged in a square, cooperate to execute various figures moving with a
smooth, somewhat shuffling step.

The Sguare Dance developed about 1825-1850 out of the then fashionable cotillion and quadrille, stately French
dances in square formation.

To smplified figures from these dances were added elements from the faster-moving contra dances of New
England and the "running sets' of Appalachia. Then came the introduction of the caller, who was free to
improvise the order of the figures.

The caller®@ prompting soon developed into a rhythmic patter of calls with a characteristic wry vocabulary and
by the 1870®) into singing calls.

Typica figuresincluded the allemande (a quadrille term), dosido (Fr. dos a dos) "back to back”, birdie in the
cage (from the running set) and star (from contras, quadrilles, and running sets.)

In the 1860®the fast swinging of partnersin ballroom dance position added further interest. Square dances
developed regiona variations in figures and style of calling, and in Canada, similar dances developed with
French, Scottish, and Irish influences.

Comment: If you could look over a balcony rail suspended over the dance floor at the square dancing going on
below, al of the above narrative and descriptions would be demonstrated, particularly, the beautiful Star

formation.
