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“TREASURE IN HEAVEN”

One need not read far in the teachings of Jesus to realize that He has a lot to say about money. In fact, it is often
said that Jesus had more to say about money than any other topic. Would it surprise you to discover that Jesus
had a strong ‘theology of investment?” On a number of occasions, our Lord addresses the issue of financial
assets the Parable of the Talents (Matthew 25:14-30); the Parable of the Ten Minas (Luke 19:11-27). There are
three things we can do with what God has entrusted to us: 1) squander it, like the prodigal son did when the
father gave him his inheritance (Luke 15:11-32); 2) hoard it, like the one talent man who had a wrong view of
God and therefore, buried his God given talent because he was afraid to use it because he might lose it (Matthew
25:24-25); or 3) invest what God has made us stewards over so that it produces treasure in heaven (Matthew
6:19-21). Investment is another word for stewardship, risky though it may be.'

We tend to store up earthly treasure because it gives us the feeling of security. But in so doing, what we
experience is often the opposite, anxiety, simply because it is easier to spend our money on monetary things than
it is to keep it, much less to manage it. The problem with having money is that it can consume us and become a
dark passion that envelops our entire life (Matthew 6:24). On the other hand, the lack of money can create
anxiety when people simply do not have enough to make ends meet. Granted, there are a lot of Christians
throughout history who were poor and had little if any money to invest. Jesus speaks to both in Matthew 6:24-
34. Even so, we must go deeper if we are going to interpret our Lord’s teaching on money, investment, and
stewardship.

It will help us at this point, if we remind ourselves that the biblical concept of stewardship is that of a trusted
steward overseeing and managing the assets entrusted to them by their master. Now, no good steward would
ever take his master’s money and possessions and pretend that it belonged to him to begin with, much less spend
it all on himself as if it were his. Rather, a good steward would do only what would bring credit and a good
return for his master. Most of all, the steward would seek to honor his master with what he did.

It is here that we begin to realize that while Jesus is indeed talking about money and monetary things, he is also
talking about our being a good steward of all facets of our lives which include our relationships, talents, spiritual
gifts, time, and opportunities. For as James says in his Epistle: “Every good and perfect gift is from above.”
(1:17) Once we realize that we are to be stewards of everything in our lives, then we come to understand what
Jesus meant, when he said: “Do not store up for yourselves treasures on earth, where moth and rust destroy,
and where thieves break in and steal. But store up for yourselves treasure in heaven, where moth and rust do
not destroy, and where thieves do not break in and steal. For where your treasure is, there your heart will be
also.” (Matthew 6: 19-21) What does your eternal investment portfolio look like?
