
 

Dear Fellow Parishioners, 
 
Not surprisingly, the severe global economic crisis has had an impact on the value of the Trinity 
Endowment. This could certainly be anticipated in Trinity’s portfolio just as we have seen in our own 
portfolios. We are very mindful of the ‘pinch’ this downturn may have had in regards to your own 
contributions to the Restoration Campaign. However, in spite of all of the upheaval, we have good news 
to report. 
 
As of January 9, 2009, we had cash and pledges of more than $5.9 million. Almost $2.8 million of that 
amount has already been paid to Trinity. Your Trinity Foundation has been able to fulfill its 
commitment to the Campaign of $100,000/year for the first two years out of five years. We thank you for 
your past gifts and ask that you continue to keep the Trinity Foundation in the forefront of your 
philanthropic endeavors through your generous gifts of memorials, honorariums and unrestricted gifts. 
 
Even the children and youth are involved in raising money for the restoration. The Adopt-A-Spire 
fundraising campaign, chaired by Lisa and Jonathan Vipperman, seeks to raise $5,000 for a new spire on 
the Cathedral. They are off to a good start with bake sales and other fun-raising efforts. Please help these 
folks out by buying their goodies and participating in other ways that they present! 
 
With great pleasure, we welcomed John Moorman and Lyles Glenn back as members of the Trinity 
Foundation Commission at our annual meeting in January. John and Lyles bring a wealth of knowledge 
and experience to the Foundation. They, along with other members of the Foundation, are also leaders in 
the Restoration Campaign. 
 
The Foundation also elected former Senior Warden, Vance Bettis, as the new president and Rush Smith 
as the new Vice-President of the Trinity Foundation Commission. 
 
It was a pleasure for me to serve as President of the Foundation Commission for two years and I am 
delighted to pass the torch to Trinity’s good friends, Vance and Rush.
