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Happy New Year! As someone said recently, we may need a heat shield for re-entry into the new year from 
the holidays! 
 
It is my pleasure to welcome our new Trinity Foundation Commissioners, Tommy Suggs and Rush Smith. 
Goals for the Foundation in 2008 include: 
 
1. Complete successfully the fundraising for the Restoration Campaign. This is a short sentence, but a huge 
$5.5 million project! As of this writing, we have cash and pledges in hand in the amount of $3.25 million. 
There is no time to waste! 
 
2.  Increase substantially the assets of the Foundation, through a more focused approach to planned giving, 
including charitable gift annuities, bequests, Charitable Remainder Trusts and Charitable Lead Trusts. 
 
The following is a tentative schedule of Restoration work that may be of interest to each of you: 
 

·  December 31-January 9 – scaffolding was erected in the north transept of the Cathedral to investigate 
the trusses in that area. Averyt Hall was a perfect place for our Sunday worship! 

·  The north and south narthex steps are complete except for cosmetic work with the stucco and paint. 
·  Copper roofs over the doors are being installed. 
·  Replacement doors for the north and south narthex entrances are being crafted. The new doors will use 

all of the historic hardware. 
·  Eighteen new spires have been fabricated and will be installed soon. This brings the total to 27 new 

spires, with 16 left to be replaced! These remaining 16 spires are on the towers. There will be plenty of 
homeless bats when the tower spires are replaced! 

·  The altar windows and the great west window will be restored during the summer. 
·  Work continues on the renovation of the Sacristy. Wilson Farrell has consulted with Julianne 

Sojourner about the Flower Guild and Altar Guild needs in the Sacristy and in the flower prep area. 
 
In addition to these important items coming up, I want to remind you of things that have been done: 
 

¨  All of the clerestory windows have been repaired and covered with the protective auto glass on the 
outside. 

¨  The windows facing Sumter Street in the towers were cleaned and new covering installed earlier. 
¨  The louvers in the towers have been replaced 
¨  The new heating and air conditioning system is complete 
¨  Things that you cannot see include new locks and metal doors (to replace rotten wooden doors)  

installed in the undercroft area and other exterior service areas. 
¨  The lay ministers’ vesting room is complete 
¨  The handicap ramp is complete; the south narthex steps are complete 

 
Every day holds new surprises and opportunities! Please keep this restoration in your hearts and in your 
prayers.
