November 6, 13, 20, 27- Rev. Charles Raynal, former pastor of Davidson College
Presbyterian Church will teach four sessions on the Gospel According to John. Raynal writes,
“We shall talk together about four selections from John’s Gospel: 1) John 6, Feeding the Five
thousand and the responses to his word, “I am the bread of life (6:35).” 2) John 11-12. Raising
of Lazarus from the dead and the responses to his word, “I am the resurrection and the life.”
3) John 18-19, Betrayal, arrest, trial, denial, crucifixion, and burial of Jesus. 4) John 20-21, the
appearances of the risen Jesus. Questions like this come to mind. Why is Jesus’ teaching so
puzzling to hearers and to us? How are we to take John’s characterization of the response of
‘the Jews”? Why does John speak of Jesus “signs”? What does Jesus mean in the “I am”
sayings? What is the meaning of Jesus’ “hour” and his “glory”? What do we discover about the
implications for us in Jesus’ arrest, trial and crucifixion? How can we understand the
connection between Jesus’ resurrection and the Christian hope for eternal life?
