Making Change: Stop Hunger Now  
 

The youth are holding a fundraiser called Making Change. All the money that is raised from Making Change will 

allow us to host a Stop Hunger Now event for the 30 Hour Famine.  
 

Q1:  Whatõs Stop Hunger Now? 
 

A1: Stop Hunger Now is a Raleigh based hunger relief organization. We will work with them to package 

20,000 meals (for a little perspective, thatõs 2 x more than at Massanetta) during the 30 Hour Famine. These 

meals are distributed to feeding programs around the world.  
 

Q2:  How does the fundraiser work?  
 

A2:  This is a completion between the different age groups in the church. (So far, the elementary age kids are 

giving us the smack down).  Age groups (preschool, elementary, youth, college, and adult) get +1 point for 

each penny in their container. But  you can sabotage a group by putting silver coins or bills in their 

container, which results in ð1 point for every cent. (For, example, a nickel in the adult container 

would result in the subtraction of 5 points. A dollar = -100 points.) These containers can be found in 

the narthex and office in the main building. The winner of this competition gets an ice cream party in 

the youth lounge.  
 

 There is also a competition between the Just for groups. Every grade gets their own container. (11th 

& 12th Grade are combined.) The same rules apply. The winner of the Just for  competition wins a 

sock-foot skating and pizza party at Shelliõs house and to go first for dinner, every week in March. 
 

Help us raise the $2500 needed to make the Stop Hunger Now event happen. We will collect an offering 

during worship on February 14 at youth connection. The competition ends on Sunday, February 21.
