Together the doctors |dent|f|ed several
critical areas of concern in Chacraseca, with malnutrition among children, diabetes, and
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kidney failure being at or near the top. They are in dialogue with the pastoral
committee about how to address these critical concerns. THANKS to the generous
financial support of JustHope donors, we were able to stock the clinic with over $1500 in
new medications and equipment -- enough to provide three more months of care to the
8000 residents of Chacraseca.

The children of Chacraseca treated us to a concert!

Last spring JustHope partners, United Church of the Valley
UCC/DOC in Murietta, CA took their first PartnerTrip to
Chacraseca. And for a week they made beautiful music with
the children and teachers at one of the 13 primary schools.
They donated chimes and flutes and drums and guitars, and
taught the children how to play them. Mor e i
taught the teachers how to play and left them resources to continue teaching.
And in July, the children delighted anot he
concert -- a concert put on not just by the children who had learned from the Murietta
group, but also by children who had learned since then, from the other students and
from their Nicaraguan teachers!
