Our
brothers and sisters at Lion of Judah did it, didn't
they? We serve the same resurrected Lord; so why
not us? It is God’s desire that all would come to
know and experience his grace. This isn't about
numbers. Numbers can help us, but they are not
what is most important. What is most important is
that we, as a church, continue our mission to reach
our community with the love of Christ.

Construction Updated As construction continues and draws us closer to a more handicap
accessible building, we have some updates to pass along to you. The elevator parts were fi-
nally delivered on December 19 and the elevator itself is nearly assembled. That is the good
news. The bad newshe really expensive bad newss that the power needs of the new eleva-
tor exceeded our calculations (based on the level of power already coming into the build-
ing). This is forcing us to bring a new power line in from the White Horse Pike at a cost of
$19,000. This, of course, was not in our budget. In the short run this means we will have

to put the ramp to the Sunday School and the church school bathroom spruce up on indefi-
nite hold. At this moment we hope to have the new entry and elevator completed by the

end of February and the social hall bathrooms complete by the end of January. Thank you
