Our family has been incredibly blessed to call First Congregational 
Church of Winter Park (UCC) our home church. After visiting 
England and Scotland in December, we have been very busy 
interpreting our ministry and mission in Florida churches during 
January and February, attending staff and board meetings in 
Indiana during March and April, and interpreting again in Ohio 
churches during May and June. We have been blessed by Bryan 
and Mickey with a vehicle to use and by the Community Church in 
Vero Beach with accommodations so during our six-month stay 
we have been able to frequently and inexpensively visit our 
extended families who live in Vero Beach and the Orlando area. 
 

We will conclude our time in the USA visiting churches in Michigan 
and attending the UCC General Synod in Grand Rapids. Before 
departing for another four-year appointment in South Africa on 
July 14, we will spend a week with our families. We look forward 
to our Commissioning Service on July 12 at our home church, 
FCCWP. Madeline and Micah will begin school soon after our 
return to South Africa and both of us will serve at Inanda 
Seminary, a boarding, secondary school for black females. Susan 
will continue her pastoral duties as Chaplain while Scott will 
combine his most recent degree in history with his degree in 
theology to raise the historical profile of the one hundred and forty 
year old Congregational school with the hope of securing long-
term financial resources to better equip the staff and students.
