Dear Church Family,

China, host of the 2008 Olympic Games.  Why should this 
interest  us?  I mention three reasons: 

According to The Christian Post, China will allow tens of 
thousands of Gospel booklets and Bibles to be printed    
especially for athletes at the Beijing Olympics.  Amity   
Printing Press in NanjingτǘƘŜ ǿƻǊƭŘΩǎ ƭŀǊƎŜǎǘ .ƛōƭŜ          
production factory τin partnership with the Bible Society 
will print 50,000 Gospel booklets in Chinese and English for 
the Olympic Games.  In addition to the booklets, 30,000 
Chinese-English New Testaments and 10,000 Chinese-
English complete Bibles will also be available.  News of the 
Gospel printing for the Olympic Games follows controversy 
over whether Chinese authorities would allow Bibles to be 
made available at the games.  According to the Bible       
Society, the Beijing Olympics organizing committee has  
allowed, for the first time, its logo to be used free of charge 
on the Gospel booklets.  Gospel booklets will be available in 
Beijing, as well as in Qingdao, Shanghai, Shenyang, Tianjin 
and Qinhuangdao, where sailing and soccer events are   
taking place.  An estimated two million visitors and 16,000 
visitors, athletes and officials are expected to attend the 
Beijing Olympics.  This is a wonderful opportunity for a 
Christian witness to millions of people.  Remember to pray 
for this ministry as you watch portions of the Olympics on 
television. 

The second reason is the significance of the Olympics for 
our spiritual life.  If any contest in the Olympics epitomizes 
the original Greek games, it has to be the marathon, the 26 
mile foot race that is traditionally the final event of the 
summer Olympics.  After such a long race, runners cross 
the finish line with a variety of expressions:  some with 
arms raised in joyful exultation, others with expressions of 
pain and anguish.  In Corinthians 9: 24-27, the Apostle Paul 
made the analogy of the race to our spiritual life and     
challenges us to discipline ourselves spiritually so that we
