Last week, I watched a portion of one of those extended “infomercials” 
about a new exercise machine that promises to help the consumer build 
muscle, lose weight, and firm and tone his or her skin.  (No, I didn’t 
buy it…yet.)  The fitness expert during the segment said something 
that caught my attention, though.   He said most of us think of strength 
as how much we can hold, or push, or pull.  But real strength is not 
how much we can hold, but how much we can resist. The weight of the 
object we are holding or pushing or pulling is not the problem—the 
problem is gravity pulling that object back toward Earth. So when we 
attempt to increase our strength, what we are really doing is training 
our muscles to overcome more and more resistance.   
 
What a great definition of faith! A strong faith is one that is able to 
resist the many snares of this world and our enemy. When we have 
strong faith, it is not a measure of how many burdens we can carry; it is 
a measure of how much we can resist the temptations and traps that 
always accompany those burdens.  For whatever burden you may be 
carrying today, pray for God to increase your ability to resist the 
temptations to doubt His love, His sovereignty, or His timing in the 
midst of your struggle.
