The Pony Express was the first ex-
press mail service in the United 
States, which consisted of light-
weight horseback riders traveling 
through treacherous conditions to 
deliver the mail.  Consider the risk 
these Pony Express Riders took to 
deliver the mail: risk of bandits, risk of 
weather, risk of hunger, risk of terrain, 
risk of fatigue, risk from wildlife, etc. 
(get the idea?).  How would you re-
spond to the advertisement located 
on the left?  Go ahead and read it 
now.   
 

Despite this intimidating ad,  there 
was no shortage of mail carriers. 
Why?  Why would people take such 
great risks to deliver the mail?  Was it 
the mail they wanted to deliver, or 
was it that they wanted to deliver 
something with their lives?  They 
wanted their lives to matter in this 
world. 
 

What we need is for more Christians to love God more and their own lives less.  Reflect 
on Jesus words, For whoever desires to save his life will lose it, but whoever loses his 
life for My sake will find it. (Matt. 16:25, NKJV).  Too often, we fail to take genuine risks 
for Christ, where success depends on God rather than own abilities.  A pastor friend re-
cently told me, ñWe must live our lives in such a way that the existence of God is a 
necessity.ò  Wow!  What a powerful statement.  Are you living your life where the exis-
tence of God is a necessity, or are you merely living life in the perceived safety net of 
your own control?
