In 2008 we supported the North
American Mission Board (NAMB) and
the local SC Baptist Association in
their efforts to minister to those who
attended the Myrtle Beach Spring
Bike Week. In the fall of 2008 we set
up our permanent site at the Myrtle
Beach Mall location near the Bass
Pro Shop. In 2009 we raised funds to
purchase a brand new Harley-
Davidson 1200 Custom Sportster for
the Spring Bike Week. It was the first
motorcycle give-a-way in Myrtle
Beach and resulted in 1,427 hearing
the gospel face-to-face.

Our April Training Rally held at Living
Water Baptist Church in Longs, SC,
was the catalyst for preparing CFR
members to give their 3-minute testi-
mony during Bike Week. The end re-
sult was 237 making first time profes-
sions of faith at the Evangelism Tent.
It was a one-year preparation that
resulted in 7 motorcycle ministries
and 8 churches working together un-
der the CFR Evangelism Tent. The
Health Ministry of Atlanta Association
of Baptist Churches joined with us
and shared the gospel with an addi-
tional 740. Bro Franko (Pastor Frank
Lengel) worked with us during the six-

day event drawing Biker Cartoons.

The week of
ministry ended on Saturday with the
Bike Give-A-Way where over 3,000
were present.
