Green Cycle of Bible Skills, Drills and Thrills

LifeWay updated the computer games with better art and corrected the activities with the two verses
that have been changed in Holman (Matthew 4:10 and John 15:12). The Holman Verse cards have also
been corrected with these two verses. If you purchased the BSD&T Green Cycle three years ago and use
either KJV or NIV, you probably need only to invest in some new CDs. If you purchased the BSD&T Green
Cycle three years ago and use Holman Christian Standard Bible, you may want to look at the changes in
the updated Green Cycle to help you make a decision about purchasing the new updated curriculum.
